Project Request

A.
STATE SOLICITATION

This is an Invitation to Bid (ITB) to solicit proposals and quotations for Snow Removal Services for Department of Management and Budget (DMB), Office of Facilities, to establish a Contract, for the Department of Labor and Economic Growth (DLEG) Unemployment Insurance Agency—Oakman Multi-Service Center.  

B.
VENDOR ELIGIBILITY and PROPOSALS

Article I of this document is designed to provide bidders with information about the specifications to provide the service.  

Consideration for award will include Vendor’s Eligibility (attendance of mandatory pre-bid and mandatory site visit), Technical Proposal and the Price Quotation, all in accordance with the specifications and the terms and conditions, as stated within this solicitation.  

Failure to respond to any requirement may disqualify the vendor from further consideration or participation in this solicitation and disqualification to be considered for providing services in the region.  To insure a quality bid result and fair evaluation, the information a vendor submits in response to these sections must be appropriate and relevant to the project(s) described in this solicitation.  


Contracts to provide Snow Plowing/Removal Services are also subject to the State Contracting for Service-Disabled Veterans Public Act 91 of 2005.  

In order to receive further consideration for award, a vendor’s bid/proposal and accompanying work plan data MUST demonstrate and reflect that the vendor makes a profit providing this service (e.g., vendor proposals that indicate operation at a loss will be considered non-responsive and vendor shall be disqualified).  

C.
CONTRACT AWARDS


The State anticipates awarding one possible Contract per location from this solicitation.  


However, as stated in Article 4 of this Solicitation, the State reserves the right to award Contracts by item, part or portion of an item, group of items or total proposal, or to reject any and all proposals in whole or in part, if, in the Director of Purchasing Operations’ judgment, the best interests of the State will be so served.  The State will determine the most cost-effective means of meeting its requirements through single or multiple Contracts.  The State seeks to establish partnerships that will enable it to meet its goals efficiently and effectively.


Anticipated Contract effective date is listed on the Location Specification Sheet for each location.  See § 2.004, Contract Term for more information.  

D.
VENDOR ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS – STEP 1

To be eligible to submit a bid response, a vendor must attend:

PRE-BID / PRE-PROPOSAL MEETING (MANDATORY)
Bidder MUST attend the MANDATORY PRE-BID MEETING.  A sign-in sheet will be available at the pre-bid meeting.  The sign-in sheet will be considered “closed” fifteen (15) minutes after the scheduled start time of the meeting.  Attendees who arrive after the meeting “closed” time will not be eligible to bid on this location.  


2.
FACILITY SITE-VISIT (MANDATORY) 

Bidder MUST attend the MANDATORY SITE-VISIT for the location they are submitting a proposal.  A sign-in sheet will be available at the site-visit.  The sign-in sheet will be closed five (5) minutes after the scheduled start time of the meeting.  Attendees who arrive 5 minutes after the meeting “Closed” time (i.e., 10:35 a.m. for a 10:30 a.m. site visit) will be considered “Non-Responsive” and not eligible to submit a bid proposal for that Facility location.  Limit of two (2) company representatives at the site-visit location.

VERIFYING ATTENDANCE
Vendors are required to verify attendance through the sign-in process. Each vendor must attend and thereby complete Step 1, Eligibility Requirements, before proceeding to Step 2, Technical Evaluation Criteria.

The meeting sites shall be ADA accessible, including handicapped parking. Project Background

In an effort to streamline state government, save tax-payer dollars, and increase efficiency, the Department of Management and Budget’s Purchasing Operations is offering regional solicitations for some of its Maintenance, Repair, & Operations (MRO) Service Contracts.  

The MRO regionalization initiative in its official launch focuses on over 700 Contracts which individually exceed $25,000 and collectively exceed $100 million dollars for services such as: Janitorial, Rubbish Removal, Grounds Maintenance, Snow Removal and Security Guard.  

Goals for statewide regionalization initiative of MRO services include: 

Consolidation of similar Contracted services; Reducing duplication and administrative costs involved in the solicitation process; Implementation of a proactive solicitation cycle; 

Increasing the number of competitive bidders on services by expanding the State of Michigan’s Contractor pool; and, Offering outreach opportunities to vendor communities and promoting doing business with the State of Michigan.

Scope of Work and Deliverables

In-Scope
The Contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision, and other items and services necessary to perform the snow removal services as described in the specifications herein on a per location basis.  The required objective is to maintain the facility(s) in such a manner that provides a clean, healthy and safe work environment for occupants and visitors of state owned or leased office facilities.

Out-Of-Scope
The following tasks are considered out-of-scope in Awards from this solicitation (unless otherwise stated as a requirement on the Location Specification Sheet (LSS)):

· Performance of personal chores for anyone (i.e., porter or courier service);

· Providing of transportation for agency staff or visitors (i.e., chauffeur service);

· Courier / Porter Services

· Janitorial Services

1.103
Environment

The snow removal services requested involves snow plowing/removal of a state-owned or leased facility(s) as identified herein and during the hours specified in the Location Specification Sheet (LSS) and by the Contract Compliance Inspector (CCI).

All work shall be done in accordance with all regulations governing the state agency wherein the work is to be performed and with minimum possible interference with the proper functioning of the activities of that state agency.  Supplies, materials, equipment, etc. shall be confined so as not to unduly encumber the premises.  The Contractor shall be held to have visited the site prior to submitting a proposal for this Contract and checked with the authorities the working conditions and the methods of carrying out the work and to have included in the Contract amount, all costs for meeting such working conditions.
1.104 Work and Deliverable

A. The Contractor, through innovation, technology or other means, shall perform and provide the required snow plowing services and staff to complete the frequencies determined by the State and otherwise do all things necessary for, or incidental, to the performance of work.  Compliance will be based on the State’s overall evaluation and interpretation in accordance with method of performance and frequencies, as set forth in this document.

B. The Contractor shall provide all snow plowing services and related items and services necessary for, or incidental, to the performance of work including, but not limited to:

1. All personnel; 

2. Equipment; 

3. Tools; 

4. Supplies; 

5. Materials; 

6. Training; and

7.   Supervision of Staff.  

C.  The Contractor shall provide services at the individual location described on the specific                                                Location Specification Sheet. 

1.105 Specifications

Definite Specifications - All commodities or services to be furnished hereunder shall conform to the specifications as noted herein (see the Location Specification Sheet for site specific details).  

A.
DESCRIPTION OF WORK

1.
SNOW REMOVAL/PLOWING – PARKING LOTS/SIDEWALK AREAS

Contractor shall only provide snow plowing services for snowfalls of two inches (2”) or more for all designated parking lots and sidewalk areas (or as described in the location specification sheet).

The actual time of plowing will be mutually agreed upon between the facility manager, or designate, and the Contractor.  The Contractor must use equipment of sufficient size and type to ensure snow plowing/shoveling is done in a timely and efficient manner.  Duration of snow removal MUST NOT exceed eight (8) hours.  Equipment must be of appropriate size to complete job within allotted time.

Contractor must plow snow from all parking lots so that all parking spaces are continuously available whenever possible.

Contractor shall remove (shovel or snow blower) snow from sidewalk areas as specified on attached site plan and/or according to the LSS.

Contractor must have equipment and staff to adequately perform the specified services, and in the event of mechanical breakdown of trucks or equipment, will be expected to provide backup service so that snow plowing/removal will be performed as requested.

Any and all damage to parking lot, office building, curbs, pavements, shrubs, fences, etc. caused by snow plowing services will be repaired and/or replaced the following spring by the Contractor.

Parking curbs or bumper blocks located in parking areas must not be moved or damaged.  Upon completion of the plowing season, if these curbs have been moved or damaged, the Contractor will be responsible for returning them to their original positions or replacing the damaged ones.

When there is an accumulation of six inches (6”) or more of snow, duration of snow removal must not exceed eight (8) hours.  Equipment must be appropriate size to complete job within allotted time.

The Contractor will provide spreading of de-icing (or other de-icing material which is site specific) when a snowfall occurs and/or icy conditions exist.  Contractor must utilize best judgment when providing spreading of rock salt services in order to prevent slip and falls, assuring that the safety and security of the public and employees are taken into consideration at all times.

NOTE:
Spreading of rock salt* will be required on a frequent basis, and as often as necessary, and as requested by the facility manager.  The Contractor and the facility manager should discuss spreading of rock salt prior to start of snow removal season *(or other de-icing material, which is site specific, as rock salt can not be used on concrete).
The Contractor shall be provided with an alternate list of contacts authorized to approve snow removal activities.  The facility manager will provide this list.

When invoicing, the Contractor must furnish the date(s) of services rendered, the number of hours it took to perform the services, and include if the services were for a complete or partial plowing of the complex, showing a complete and detailed breakdown of each parking area plowed and all services performed.  Invoices are to be submitted listing only the exact services performed and the Contractor must contact the facility manager or designate for verifications of services or payment may not be authorized.

The Contractor will be provided a list of the parking lots where snow removal activities shall be performed.  (CCI will provide a map for their respective locations).

The exact number of occasions for snow plowing, shoveling of sidewalks, applications of rock salt and/or ice melt, and snow removal services required are unknown.  However, should a Contract result, the Contractor will be responsible to provide these services as described and or requested in the awarded Contract.  The State is not obligated to purchase these services in the stated quantities or any other amounts.

On holidays, snow plowing, shoveling of sidewalks, and/or deicing is to be done prior to 5:00 a.m. the next working day following the holiday.

Any, and all, damage to parking lot, office building, curbs, pavements, shrubs, etc. caused by snow plowing will be repaired and/or replaced the following spring by the vendor.

Contractor must use continuous care and caution at all times while performing snow plowing, snow shoveling, deicing and snow removal services.  Especially when operating heavy machinery near parked vehicles and pedestrians in order to avoid damages to private property, State Property and personal bodily injury.
2.
HOURS


All snow plowing, shoveling of sidewalk areas, applications of rock salt and/or ice melt, and snow removal services shall be performed between the hours of 3:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on state working days (unless specified or requested by the CCI).  All Parking lots shall be cleared free of snow to the satisfaction of the facility manager/CCI by 5:00 a.m.  Some loading and transporting of snow for removal to a dumping site may be performed after 6:00 a.m. with prior approval from the facility manager.

Contractors must be available to perform services 24 hours per day, seven days per week.  The response time of one (1) hour shall apply at all times at the State's discretion.


The Contractor shall respond to the site with the necessary snow removal equipment to perform the specified duties within one (1) hour of the CCI's initial contact.

3.
REMOVAL OF EXCESS SNOW


Once snow removal activities are conducted as specified above, the Contractor shall, at the discretion of the CCI/facility manager, haul away all excess snow for stock piling.  Excess snow shall be stock piled in the designated location, if applicable.

4.
DEICING


Upon the request of the CCI/facility manager, the Contractor shall apply rock salt or other ice melting compounds to all parking lot surfaces and specified sidewalk areas to ensure employee and public safety on state property.  Applications, as they are requested, shall be conducted prior to 6:00 a.m.

Additional applications of de-icer may occur during normal business hours (6:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m.) at the request of the CCI/facility manager.  Contractor must respond to the site within one (1) hour of the CCI/facility manager’s initial contact when salting services are requested.


The Contractor shall guarantee a non‑state source for the de-icing material should the CCI/facility manager request such application be made.  The state will NOT provide ice-melting products to be applied by the Contractor.  All rock salt and/or ice melt will be provided by the Contractor as part of this Contract.


The cost indicated on the attached pricing sheet for the application of ice melting products should include the cost of the rock salt or specified product.

5.
APPLICATION OF SAND



Only when requested by the Contract Compliance Inspector (CCI) or his/her designee, the Contractor shall apply sand to the parking lot and driveway surfaces to allow for vehicle traction.



The cost indicated on the attached pricing sheet for the application of sand shall include the cost of the sand.

6.
EQUIPMENT

The Contractor must have equipment and staff necessary to perform the specified services and, in the event of mechanical breakdown of trucks and/or equipment, will be expected to provide backup service so that snowplowing and snow removal services will be performed, as required, according to the Contract specifications  (a possible pre-award meeting with the CCI will determine if equipment meets specifications prior to any work being started).  The Contractor must also provide a list of all equipment that includes, at a minimum, the following information (see § 4.201):

7.
SUPPLIES

Contractor must supply all materials that are specified in the LSS.  Use only such materials that are recommended and approved by the Contract Compliance Inspector, or their designee.

Contractor shall submit a complete list, by brand names and product numbers (if applicable), of all supplies to be used in fulfilling this Contract, and shall submit a Materials Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) prior to starting any work.  

The right is reserved by the State to accept or reject any items listed on the MSDS.  

Contractor must immediately furnish an acceptable substitute for any item rejected by the State.

Contractor Roles & Responsibilities

A.  PERSONNEL

1. 
Contractor shall identify personnel by number and skill, including names, who would be employed in this project in its work-plan for at least the following:

· Project Manager

· Support Staff/drivers

· Sub-contractors

2.
The State reserves the right to approve personnel for this project and to require replacement of personnel found to be unacceptable at any time during the project. (See §2.040).

3.
Contractor shall be responsible for repair, replacement or cleanup as necessary due to carelessness or negligence on the part of the Contractor and its personnel.

B.
SUPERVISION 

Contractor shall provide all supervision as may be necessary to oversee its personnel:

1.
Contractor shall exercise all supervisory control and general control over all day-to-day operations of his/her employees, including control over all workers duties.  At the conclusion of each service, the Contractor shall inspect the facility for completion and performance quality of the required services.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for payment of all wages to employees, taxes and fringe benefits, sick leave, pension benefits, vacations, medical benefits, life insurance, or unemployment compensation or the like.  The Contractor shall discipline his/her employees, as needed, including firing and hiring.

2.
Contractor must maintain a secure environment while servicing the facility.  The Contractor shall comply with all security regulations and special working conditions as required by the agency:  

· No one is allowed into the facility other than those individuals responsible for performing services.

· In locations that include a security alarm system, Contractor must also properly set the security alarm when leaving (if applicable).  

· Failure to maintain a secure environment and set the security alarm (where applicable) will result in issuance of a complaint and possible cancellation of the Contract.  
· Any cost incurred from a security service or local police for false alarms caused by failure of the Contractor to properly set the security alarm will be the responsibility of the Contractor.
3.
In addition, should the Contract be cancelled for failure to lock the building, or properly set the security alarm, the cost of changing the building locks and re-coding the security alarm, if applicable, will be charged to the Contractor.  These costs may be deducted from the payment due the Contractor.

4.
The agency CCI may require that the Contractor immediately remove any Contractual employee(s) from the agency's premises for just cause.  The Contractor will assume any and all responsibilities relating to this removal.  Any employee so removed may not be placed in another state agency. 

5.
The agency CCI shall make final determination of a Contractual employee’s suitability for assignment to a specific location.  Problems of this nature will be addressed with the Contractor's management.

State Staff Roles & Responsibilities
Contract Compliance Inspector or agency / departmental designee shall:

A.
Complete assignments related to this Contract implementation have not been made at this time.  These staff members for each State Agency or Department will be clearly identified before the Contract is awarded, which is likely to be at least 90 days from this date.

B.
Shall provide the Contractor, prior to the term of the Contract, the general and specific orders detailing snow removal services at each Contracted location.  These orders shall be deemed a portion of this Contract and failure to carry out these orders shall be considered a violation of this Contract.  

C.
Give additional written or oral instructions to clarify the desired performance as is determined by the State to be needed.  

D.
Provide necessary, registered and returnable keys (if applicable) for the Contractor's entrance to areas necessary for the completion of described work after award of Contract (Contractor must not duplicate any such keys).

Contract Implementation Period / Transition / Orientation
The State Contract Compliance Inspector (CCI) will administer the Contract on a day-to-day basis during the term of the impending Contract.  However, administration of any Contract implies no authority to change, modify, clarify, amend, or otherwise alter the terms, conditions, specifications or pricing of such Contract.  That authority is retained by the DMB – Business Services Administration - Purchasing Operations.  
Before commencement of work by a new Contractor, the State CCI will:
A. Schedule a meeting with the Contractor to talk about the Contract specifications and answer any questions the Contractor may have.

B. Walk-through the facility/area with the Contractor to point out where any alarms and/or any other specifics of your building and/or area to be serviced.

C. Contractor must provide name of staff authorized to be at the building/area and telephone numbers of any supervisors, if other than the Contractor. 

D. Exchange emergency telephone numbers where the Contractor can be reached, day or night, and where you can be reached.

E. List of supplies and Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) must be obtained.  You may also request to see the products you are not responsible for.

F. Do lien checks if necessary.  See Contract for information required for lien checks.

G. Once the new Contractor has begun the work:
1. The State CCI may provide written correspondence and feedback to the Contractor after each service. The Contractor must be informed of any deficiencies and allowed time to correct the deficiencies.  If deficiencies continue, a formal complaint to Contractor or Contractor performance report will be filed.  

2. Inform Contractor where to forward invoices for immediate processing and payment.

Be available to answer questions from the Contractor.  Feedback (communication) is critical.

Project Plan

1.301
Project Plan Management
A. For each location, a project work plan for managing implementation of the snow removal services shall be specified and submitted to the CCI for review and approval.  

B. Project management plan shall identify methods, tools and processes proposed to oversee the project, address issues and changes as may arise, and keep the appropriate parties apprised of progress.
C. Contractor will carry out this project under the direction and control of the specified Contract Compliance Inspector (CCI) for the respective locations where services are to be performed.

D.
Contractor shall meet with the CCI and other agency or departmental project-leads, on a basis to be established by CCI and Contractor, but shall meet quarterly at a minimum, for the purpose of reviewing progress and providing necessary guidance to the Contractor in solving problems that arise, as well as continuously communicate with the agency/departmental project-lead.

E.
Contractor’s Work Plan, which must be approved prior to commencement of work, must include the following:

1. EQUIPMENT LIST - indicating description, age, manufacturer, model and serial number of each piece.  Equipment must meet or exceed all requirements defined under "Equipment Requirements" on page 5 of this document.  All equipment must be in the Contractor 's possession, available for use and fully operational, prior to starting any work.

Personnel expected to complete work on this Contract.

Name(s) of supervisors – 24-hour contact telephone numbers and best contact times.

Equipment failure WILL NOT constitute an acceptable reason for not performing the snow plowing/removal service.  

5.
Proof of Insurance as defined in the Standard Terms and Conditions attached to this document must be provided to Purchasing Operations prior to Contract award.

6.
Any misrepresentation by the Contractor of its ability to perform the work described in this Contract will be grounds for immediate termination.  In such case, the Contract will be awarded to the next lowest bidder who can demonstrate the ability to perform the work/service.

F. Annual Service Review 

1. The Contract Compliance Inspector may request an audit of the services provided each year under the specifications, terms, conditions and pricing of this Contract.  The audit will be a joint activity of the Michigan Department of Transportation and the Office of Purchasing.

2. An unsatisfactory audit will result in cancellation of the Contract under the terms of the Cancellation Clause in this Contract.  Further, should this Contract be cancelled for cause, the Contractor so cancelled will not be allowed to participate in request(s) for continuation of this service.

3. The audit will consist of an evaluation of the total service quality, including responsiveness, timeliness of required reporting, and any other specifics as required under the terms of the Contract.  The results of the audit along with Contract recommendations will be published by the Office of Purchasing and distributed to the respective Agency(s).

4. Should the Contractor desire, a meeting will be arranged between all concerned parties within ten (10) calendar days of the date the Contractor received, or could have reasonably been expected to receive, his/her copy of the audit.  This meeting will provide an opportunity for the Contractor to present his/her reactions to audit recommendations.

Issue Management, Inspection and Correction of Deficiencies
A. Agency/Departmental Contract Compliance Inspector (CCI) will conduct inspections for all specifications identified in this document and will provide performance evaluations to the Contractor noting deficiencies in the Contract specifications.  The CCI (or his/her appointed representative) shall make the final determination as to whether any task has been satisfactorily performed.

B. CCI will also maintain a record comprised of complaints from agency or departmental staff and provide record of this to the Contractor at the beginning of each service; this record will identify the areas requiring special attention on that day, which must to be completed by Contractor within 8 hours of its receipt.
C. Contractor must remain responsible to make any necessary changes if the CCI determines that any task has not been performed adequately or satisfactorily.  Contractor must correct the deficiency within 24 hours from notice of the deficiency, or sooner depending on the severity of the task.
D.
Should the Contractor fail to correct specification deficiencies, a Complaint to Contractor  (Contractor Performance form) will be filed by the Contract Compliance Inspector.  Repeated failure to correct specification deficiencies resulting in issuance of subsequent Complaint to Contractor (Contractor Performance form) may result in cancellation of the Contract and / or the assessment of liquidated damages as defined in Section 2.073 by Purchasing Operations.

If the State requests or directs the Contractor to perform any Services/Deliverables that are outside the scope of the Contractor’s responsibilities under the Contract (“New Work”), the Contractor must notify the State promptly, and before commencing performance of the requested activities, that it believes the requested activities are New Work.  If the Contractor fails to notify the State before commencing performance of the requested activities, any such activities performed before the Contractor gives notice shall be conclusively considered to be in-scope Services/Deliverables, not New Work.

If the State requests or directs the Contractor to perform any services or provide deliverables that are consistent with and similar to the Services/Deliverables being provided by the Contractor under the Contract, but which the Contractor reasonably and in good faith believes are not included within the Statements of Work, then before performing such services or providing such deliverables, the Contractor shall notify the State in writing that it considers the services or deliverables to be an Additional Service/Deliverable for which the Contractor should receive additional compensation.  If the Contractor does not so notify the State, the Contractor shall have no right to claim thereafter that it is entitled to additional compensation for performing that service or providing that deliverable.  If the Contractor does so notify the State, then such a service or deliverable shall be governed by the Change Request procedure in this Section.  

In the event prices or service levels are not acceptable to the State, the Additional Services or New Work shall be subject to competitive bidding based upon the specifications.

(a)
State Requests:  

If the State should require Contractor to perform New Work, Additional Services or make changes to the Services that would affect the Contract completion schedule or the amount of compensation due Contractor (a “Change”), the State shall submit a written request for Contractor to furnish a proposal for carrying out the requested Change (a “Change Request”).  

(b)
Contractor Recommendations:

Contractor shall be entitled to propose a Change to the State, on its own initiative, should it be of the opinion that this would benefit the Contract.

(c)
Upon receipt of a Change Request or on its own initiative, Contractor shall examine the implications of the requested Change on the technical specifications, Contract schedule and price of the Deliverables and Services and shall submit to the State without undue delay a written proposal for carrying out the Change.  Contractor’s proposal will include any associated changes in the technical specifications, Contract schedule and price and method of pricing of the Services.  If the Change is to be performed on a time and materials basis, the Amendment Labor Rates shall apply to the provision of such Services.  If Contractor provides a written proposal and should Contractor be of the opinion that a requested Change is not to be recommended, it shall communicate its opinion to the State but shall nevertheless carry out the Change as specified in the written proposal if the State directs it to do so.

(e)
By giving Contractor written notice within a reasonable time, the State shall be entitled to accept a Contractor proposal for Change, to reject it or to reach another agreement with Contractor.  Should the parties agree on carrying out a Change, a written Contract Change Notice shall be prepared and issued under this Contract, describing the Change and its effects on the Services and any affected components of this Contract (a “Contract Change Notice”).

(f)
No proposed Change shall be performed until the proposed Change has been specified in a duly executed Contract Change Notice issued by the Department of Management and Budget, Office of Purchasing Operations.

(g)
If the State requests or directs Contractor to perform any activities that Contractor believes constitute a Change, Contractor must notify the State that it believes the requested activities are a Change prior to commencing the performance of the requested activities.  If Contractor fails to so notify the State prior to commencing performance of the requested activities, such activities shall be considered to be performed gratuitously by Contractor, and Contractor shall not have any right thereafter to assert any claim for additional compensation or time for the performance of such activities.  If Contractor commences performance of gratuitous services outside the scope of this Contract and subsequently elects to stop performing such out-of-scope services, Contractor must, at the request of the State, back out or reverse any changes resulting from such performance that would adversely affect the Contract.

The Contractor agrees that the State may, upon 24-hour notice, perform an audit at Contractor’s location(s) to determine if the Contractor is complying with the requirements of the Contract.  The Contractor agrees to cooperate with the State during the audit and produce all records and documentation that verifies compliance with the Contract requirements.

Errors

(a)
If the audit demonstrates any errors in the statements provided to the State, then the amount in error shall be reflected as a credit or debit on the next invoice and in subsequent invoices until the amount is paid or refunded in full.  However, a credit or debit may not be carried for more than four (4) quarterly statements.  If a balance remains after four (4) quarterly statements, then the remaining amount will be due as a payment or refund within forty-five (45) days of the last quarterly statement that the balance appeared on or termination of the Contract, whichever is earlier.

Equipment and Other Resources.  To facilitate Contractor’s performance of the Services/Deliverables, the State shall provide to Contractor such equipment and resources as identified in the Statements of Work or other Contract Exhibits as items to be provided by the State.

Facilities.  The State shall designate space as determined by the CCI as long as it is available and as provided in the Statement of Work, to house Contractor’s personnel whom the parties agree will perform the Services/Deliverables at State facilities (collectively, the “State Facilities”).  Contractor shall have reasonable access to, and unless agreed otherwise by the parties in writing shall observe and comply with all rules and regulations relating to, each of the State Facilities (including hours of operation) used by Contractor in the course of providing the Services.  Contractor agrees that it will not, without the prior written consent of the State, use any State Facilities or access any State information systems provided for Contractor’s use, or to which Contractor otherwise gains access in the course of performing the Services, for any purpose other than providing the Services to the State.

(c)
Return.  Contractor shall be responsible for returning to the State any State-furnished equipment, facilities and other resources when no longer required for the Contract in the same condition as when provided by the State, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

Except as otherwise provided in Section 2.220, the State’s failure to perform its responsibilities, as set forth in this Contract shall not be deemed to be grounds for termination by Contractor.  However, Contractor will not be liable for any default or delay in the performance of its obligations under this Contract to the extent such default or delay is caused by nonperformance of the State’s obligations under this Contract, provided Contractor provides the State with reasonable written notice of such nonperformance and Contractor uses commercially reasonable efforts to perform notwithstanding the State’s failure to perform. Background Checks

The Contractor shall authorize the investigation of its personnel proposed to have access to State facilities and systems on a case-by-case basis.  

The scope of the background check is at the discretion of the State and the results will be used to determine Contractor personnel eligibility for working within State facilities and systems.  Such investigations will include Michigan State Police Background checks (ICHAT) and may include the National Crime Information Center (NCIC) Finger Prints.  

Proposed Contractor personnel may be required to complete and submit an RI-8 Fingerprint Card for the NCIC Finger Print Check.  Any request for background checks will be initiated by the State and will be reasonably related to the type of work requested.

All Contractor personnel will also be expected to comply with the State’s security and acceptable use policies for State IT equipment and resources. Furthermore, Contractor personnel will be expected to agree to the State’s security and acceptable use policies before the Contractor personnel will be accepted as a resource to perform work for the State.  

It is expected the Contractor will present these documents to the prospective employee before the Contractor presents the individual to the State as a proposed resource.  Contractor staff will be expected to comply with all Physical Security procedures in place within the facilities where they are working.

Freedom of Information

All information in any proposal submitted to the State by Contractor and this Contract is subject to the provisions of the Michigan Freedom of Information Act, 1976 Public Act No. 442, as amended, MCL 15.231, et seq (the “FOIA”).

Confidentiality

Contractor and the State each acknowledge that the other possesses and will continue to possess confidential information that has been developed or received by it.  As used in this Section, “Confidential Information” of Contractor shall mean all non-public proprietary information of Contractor (other than Confidential Information of the State as defined below), which is marked confidential, restricted, and proprietary, or with a similar designation.  “Confidential Information” of the State shall mean any information which is retained in confidence by the State (or otherwise required to be held in confidence by the State pursuant to applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations) or which, in the case of tangible materials provided to Contractor by the State pursuant to its performance under this Contract, is marked as confidential, proprietary or with a similar designation by the State.  In the case of information of either Contractor or the State “Confidential Information” shall exclude any information (including this Contract) that is publicly available pursuant to the Michigan FOIA.

Protection of Confidential Information

The State and Contractor will each use at least the same degree of care to prevent disclosing to third parties the Confidential Information of the other as it employs to avoid unauthorized disclosure, publication or dissemination of its own confidential information of like character, but in no event less than reasonable care.  Neither Contractor nor the State will (i) make any use of the Confidential Information of the other except as contemplated by this Contract, (ii) acquire any right in or assert any lien against the Confidential Information of the other, or (iii) if requested to do so, refuse for any reason to promptly return the other party's Confidential Information to the other party.  Each party will limit disclosure of the other party’s Confidential Information to employees and SubContractors who must have access in order to fulfill the purposes of this Contract.  Disclosure to, and use by, a SubContractor is permissible where (A) use of a SubContractor is authorized under this Contract, (B) such disclosure is necessary or otherwise naturally occurs in connection with work that is within such SubContractor's scope of responsibility, and (C) Contractor obligates the SubContractor in a written Contract to maintain the State’s Confidential Information in confidence.  At the State's request, any employee of Contractor and of any SubContractor having access or continued access to the State’s Confidential Information may be required to execute an acknowledgment that the employee has been advised of Contractor’s and the SubContractor’s obligations under this Section and of the employee’s obligation to Contractor or SubContractor, as the case may be, to protect such Confidential Information from unauthorized use or disclosure.

Exclusions

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the provisions of this Section will not apply to any particular information which the State or Contractor can demonstrate (i) was, at the time of disclosure to it, in the public domain; (ii) after disclosure to it, is published or otherwise becomes part of the public domain through no fault of the receiving party; (iii) was in the possession of the receiving party at the time of disclosure to it without an obligation of confidentiality; (iv) was received after disclosure to it from a third party who had a lawful right to disclose such information to it without any obligation to restrict its further disclosure; or (v) was independently developed by the receiving party without reference to Confidential Information of the furnishing party.  Further, the provisions of this Section will not apply to any particular Confidential Information to the extent the receiving party is required by law to disclose such Confidential Information, provided that the receiving party (i) promptly provides the furnishing party with notice of the legal request, and (ii) assists the furnishing party in resisting or limiting the scope of such disclosure as reasonably requested by the furnishing party.

No Implied Rights

Nothing contained in this Section shall be construed as obligating a party to disclose any particular Confidential Information to the other party, or as granting to or conferring on a party, expressly or impliedly, any right or license to the Confidential Information of the other party.

Remedies

Each party acknowledges that, if it breaches (or attempts or threatens to breach) its obligations under this Section, the other party may be irreparably harmed. It is capable in all respects of fulfilling and shall fulfill all of its obligations under this Contract. It is qualified and registered to transact business in all locations where required.

The prices proposed by Contractor were arrived at independently, without consultation, communication, or agreement with any other bidder for the purpose of restricting competition; the prices quoted were not knowingly disclosed by Contractor to any other bidder; and no attempt was made by Contractor to induce any other person to submit or not submit a proposal for the purpose of restricting competition.

All financial statements, reports, and other information furnished by Contractor to the State as part of its response to the RFP or otherwise in connection with the award of this Contract fairly and accurately represent the business, properties, financial condition, and results of operations of Contractor as of the respective dates, or for the respective periods, covered by such financial statements, reports, other information.  Since the respective dates or periods covered by such financial statements, reports, or other information, there has been no material adverse change in the business, properties, financial condition, or results of operations of Contractor.

(g)
All written information furnished to the State by or behalf of Contractor in connection with this Contract, including its bid, it true, accurate, and complete, and contains no untrue statement of material fact or omits any material fact necessary to make such information not misleading.

It is not in material default or breach of any other Contract or agreement that it may have with the State or any of its departments, commissions, boards, or agencies.  Contractor further represents and warrants that it has not been a party to any Contract with the State or any of its departments that was terminated by the State or such department within the previous five (5) years for the reason that Contractor failed to perform or otherwise breached an obligation of such Contract.

Liability Insurance

(a)
Liability Insurance

The Contractor is required to provide proof of the minimum levels of insurance coverage as indicated below.  The purpose of this coverage shall be to protect the State from claims which may arise out of or result from the Contractor’s performance of services under the terms of this Contract, whether such services are performed by the Contractor, or by any subContractor, or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts they may be liable.

The Contractor waives all rights against the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, commissions, officers, employees and agents for recovery of damages to the extent these damages are covered by the insurance policies the Contractor is required to maintain pursuant to this Contract. 

All insurance coverage’s provided relative to this Contract/Purchase Order are PRIMARY and NON-CONTRIBUTING to any comparable liability insurance (including self-insurances) carried by the State.  

The insurance shall be written for not less than any minimum coverage specified in this Contract or required by law, whichever is greater.  

The insurers selected by Contractor shall have an A.M. Best rating of A or better, or as otherwise approved in writing by the State, or if such ratings are no longer available, with a comparable rating from a recognized insurance rating agency.  Companies that have been approved to do business in the State shall issue all policies of insurance required in this Contract.

Where specific limits are shown, they are the minimum acceptable limits. If Contractor’s policy contains higher limits, the State shall be entitled to coverage to the extent of such higher limits.

Before both parties sign the Contract or before the purchase order is issued by the State, the Contractor must furnish to the Director of Purchasing Operations, certificate(s) of insurance verifying insurance coverage (“Certificates”).  The Certificate must be on the standard “accord” form or equivalent.  THE CONTRACT OR PURCHASE ORDER NO. MUST BE SHOWN ON THE CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE TO ASSURE CORRECT FILING.  All Certificate(s) are to be prepared and submitted by the Insurance Provider.  All Certificate(s) shall contain a provision indicating that coverage’s afforded under the policies WILL NOT BE CANCELLED, MATERIALLY CHANGED, OR NOT RENEWED without THIRTY (30) days prior written notice, except for ten (10) days for non-payment of premium, having been given to the Director of Purchasing Operations, Department of Management and Budget.  The notice must include the Contract or Purchase Order number affected and be mailed to: Director, Purchasing Operations, Department of Management and Budget, P.O. Box 30026, Lansing, Michigan 48909.  Failure to provide evidence of coverage, may, at the State’s sole option, result in this Contract’s termination.

SubContractors


Except where the State has approved in writing a Contractor subContract with other insurance provisions, Contractor shall require all of its SubContractors under this Contract to purchase and maintain the insurance coverage as described in this Section for the Contractor in connection with the performance of work by those SubContractors.  Alternatively, Contractor may include any SubContractors under Contractor’s insurance on the coverage required in this Section.  SubContractor(s) shall fully comply with the insurance coverage required in this Section.  Failure of SubContractor(s) to comply with insurance requirements does not limit Contractor’s liability or responsibility.

Certificates of Insurance and Other Requirements


Contractor shall furnish to the Office of Purchasing Operations certificate(s) of insurance verifying insurance coverage or providing satisfactory evidence of self-insurance as required in this Section (the “Certificates”).  Before the Contract is signed, and not less than 20 days before the insurance expiration date every year thereafter, the Contractor shall provide evidence that the State and its agents, officers and employees are listed as additional insured’s under each commercial general liability and commercial automobile liability policy.  In the event the State approves the representation of the State by the insurer’s attorney, the attorney may be required to be designated as a Special Assistant Attorney General by the Attorney General of the State of Michigan.
Contractor shall maintain all required insurance coverage throughout the term of the Contract and any extensions thereto and, in the case of claims-made Commercial General Liability policies, shall secure tail coverage for at least three (3) years following the expiration or termination for any reason of this Contract.  The minimum limits of coverage specified above are not intended, and shall not be construed, to limit any liability or indemnity of Contractor under this Contract to any indemnified party or other persons.  Contractor shall be responsible for all deductibles with regard to such insurance.  If Contractor fails to pay any premium for required insurance as specified in this Contract, or if any insurer cancels or significantly reduces any required insurance as specified in this Contract without the State’s written consent, at the State’s election (but without any obligation to do so) after the State has given Contractor at least thirty (30) days written notice, the State may pay such premium or procure similar insurance coverage from another company or companies; and at the State’s election, the State may deduct the entire cost (or part thereof) from any payment due Contractor, or Contractor shall pay the entire cost (or any part thereof) upon demand by the State.

Indemnification

(a)
General Indemnification:

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State from liability, including all claims and losses, and all related costs and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs of investigation, litigation, settlement, judgments, interest and penalties), accruing or resulting to any person, firm or corporation that may be injured or damaged by the Contractor in the performance of this Contract and that are attributable to the negligence or tortuous acts of the Contractor or any of its subContractors, or by anyone else for whose acts any of them may be liable.

(b)
Code Indemnification:

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State from any claim, loss, or expense arising from Contractor’s breach of the No Surreptitious Code Warranty.

(c)
Employee Indemnification:

In any and all claims against the State of Michigan, its departments, divisions, agencies, sections, commissions, officers, employees and agents, by any employee of the Contractor or any of its subContractors, the indemnification obligation under the Contract shall not be limited in any way by the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or any of its subContractors under worker’s disability compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.  This indemnification clause is intended to be comprehensive.  Any overlap in provisions, or the fact that greater specificity is provided as to some categories of risk, is not intended to limit the scope of indemnification under any other provisions.

(d)
Patent/Copyright Infringement Indemnification:

To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State from and against all losses, liabilities, damages (including taxes), and all related costs and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs of investigation, litigation, settlement, judgments, interest and penalties) incurred in connection with any action or proceeding threatened or brought against the State to the extent that such action or proceeding is based on a claim that any piece of equipment, software, commodity or service supplied by the Contractor or its subContractors, or the operation of such equipment, software, commodity or service, or the use or reproduction of any documentation provided with such equipment, software, commodity or service infringes any United States patent, copyright, trademark or trade secret of any person or entity, which is enforceable under the laws of the United States.

In addition, should the equipment, software, commodity, or service, or its operation, become or in the State’s or Contractor’s opinion be likely to become, the subject of a claim of infringement, the Contractor shall, at the Contractor’s sole expense, (i) procure for the State the right to continue using the equipment, software, commodity or service or, if such option is not reasonably available to the Contractor, (ii) replace or modify to the State’s satisfaction the same with equipment, software, commodity or service of equivalent function and performance so that it becomes non-infringing, or, if such option is not reasonably available to Contractor, (iii) accept its return by the State with appropriate credits to the State against the Contractor’s charges and reimburse the State for any losses or costs incurred as a consequence of the State ceasing its use and returning it.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Contractor shall have no obligation to indemnify or defend the State for, or to pay any costs, damages or attorneys’ fees related to, any claim based upon (i) equipment developed based on written specifications of the State; or (ii) use of the equipment in a configuration other than implemented or approved in writing by the Contractor, including, but not limited to, any modification of the equipment by the State; or (iii) the combination, operation, or use of the equipment with equipment or software not supplied by the Contractor under this Contract.

Continuation of Indemnification Obligations


The Contractor’s duty to indemnify pursuant to this Section continues in full force and effect, notwithstanding the expiration or early cancellation of the Contract, with respect to any claims based on facts or conditions that occurred prior to expiration or cancellation.

Indemnification Procedures

The procedures set forth below shall apply to all indemnity obligations under this Contract:

(a)
After receipt by the State of notice of the action or proceeding involving a claim in respect of which it will seek indemnification, the State shall promptly notify Contractor of such claim in writing and take or assist Contractor in taking, as the case may be, any reasonable action to avoid the imposition of a default judgment against Contractor.  No failure to notify Contractor shall relieve Contractor of its indemnification obligations except to the extent that Contractor can demonstrate damages attributable to such failure.  Within ten (10) days following receipt of written notice from the State relating to any claim, Contractor shall notify the State in writing whether Contractor agrees to assume control of the defense and settlement of that claim (a “Notice of Election”).  After notifying Contractor of a claim and prior to the State receiving Contractor’s Notice of Election, the State shall be entitled to defend against the claim, at Contractor’s expense, and Contractor will be responsible for any reasonable costs incurred by the State in defending against the claim during such period.

(b)
If Contractor delivers a Notice of Election relating to any claim:  (i) the State shall be entitled to participate in the defense of such claim and to employ counsel at its own expense to assist in the handling of such claim and to monitor and advise the State about the status and progress of the defense; (ii) Contractor shall, at the request of the State, demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the State, Contractor’s financial ability to carry out its defense and indemnity obligations under this Contract; (iii) Contractor shall periodically advise the State about the status and progress of the defense and shall obtain the prior written approval of the State before entering into any settlement of such claim or ceasing to defend against such claim and (iv) to the extent that any principles of Michigan governmental or public law may be involved or challenged, the State shall have the right, at its own expense, to control the defense of that portion of such claim involving the principles of Michigan governmental or public law.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the State may retain control of the defense and settlement of a claim by written notice to Contractor given within ten (10) days after the State’s receipt of Contractor’s information requested by the State pursuant to clause (ii) of this paragraph if the State determines that Contractor has failed to demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the State Contractor’s financial ability to carry out its defense and indemnity obligations under this Section.  Any litigation activity on behalf of the State of Michigan, or any of its subdivisions pursuant to this Section, must be coordinated with the Department of Attorney General.  In the event the insurer’s attorney represents the State pursuant to this Section, the insurer’s attorney may be required to be designated as a Special Assistant Attorney General by the Attorney General of the State of Michigan.  

(c)
If Contractor does not deliver a Notice of Election relating to any claim of which it is notified by the State as provided above, the State shall have the right to defend the claim in such manner as it may deem appropriate, at the cost and expense of Contractor.  If it is determined that the claim was one against which Contractor was required to indemnify the State, upon request of the State, Contractor shall promptly reimburse the State for all such reasonable costs and expenses.

The Contractor’s liability for damages to the State shall be limited to two times the value of the Contract or $200,000 which ever is higher. This limitation of liability shall not apply to claims for infringement of United States patent, copyright, trademark or trade secrets; to claims for personal injury or damage to property caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Contractor; to claims covered by other specific provisions of this Contract calling for liquidated damages; or to court costs or attorney’s fees awarded by a court in addition to damages after litigation based on this Contract.

Excusable Failure

Neither party will be liable for any default, damage or delay in the performance of its obligations under the Contract to the extent such default, damage or delay is caused by government regulations or requirements (executive, legislative, judicial, military or otherwise), power failure, electrical surges or current fluctuations, lightning, earthquake, war, water or other forces of nature or acts of God, delays or failures of transportation, equipment shortages, suppliers’ failures, or acts or omissions of common carriers, fire; riots, civil disorders; strikes or other labor disputes, embargoes; injunctions (provided the injunction was not issued as a result of any fault or negligence of the party seeking to have its default or delay excused); or any other cause beyond the reasonable control of such party; provided the non-performing party and its SubContractors are without fault in causing such default or delay, and such default or delay could not have been prevented by reasonable precautions and cannot reasonably be circumvented by the non-performing party through the use of alternate sources, workaround plans or other means, including disaster recovery plans. 

In such event, the non-performing party will be excused from any further performance or observance of the obligation(s) so affected for as long as such circumstances prevail and such party continues to use its commercially reasonable efforts to recommence performance or observance whenever and to whatever extent possible without delay and provided further that such party promptly notifies the other party in writing of the inception of the excusable failure occurrence, and also of its abatement or cessation.

If any of the above-enumerated circumstances substantially prevent, hinder, or delay Contractor’s performance of the Services/provision of Deliverables for more than ten (10) Business Days, and the State determines that performance is not likely to be resumed within a period of time that is satisfactory to the State in its reasonable discretion, then at the State’s option:  (a) the State may procure the affected Services/Deliverables from an alternate source, and the State shall not be liable for payment for the unperformed Services/ Deliverables not provided under the Contract for so long as the delay in performance shall continue; (b) the State may terminate any portion of the Contract so affected and the charges payable there under shall be equitably adjusted to reflect those Services/Deliverables terminated; or (c) the State may terminate the affected Statement of Work without liability to Contractor as of a date specified by the State in a written notice of termination to Contractor, except to the extent that the State shall pay for Services/Deliverables provided through the date of termination.

Contractor will not have the right to any additional payments from the State as a result of any Excusable Failure occurrence or to payments for Services not rendered/Deliverables not provided as a result of the Excusable Failure condition.  Defaults or delays in performance by Contractor which are caused by acts or omissions of its SubContractors will not relieve Contractor of its obligations under the Contract except to the extent that a SubContractor is itself subject to an Excusable Failure condition described above and Contractor cannot reasonably circumvent the effect of the SubContractor’s default or delay in performance through the use of alternate sources, workaround plans or other means.

Disaster Recovery 

Contractor and the State recognize that the State provides essential services in times of natural or man-made disasters.  Therefore, except as so mandated by Federal disaster response requirements, Contractor personnel dedicated to providing Services/Deliverables under this Contract will provide the State with priority service for repair and work around in the event of a natural or manmade disaster.

Termination/Cancellation by the State

The State may terminate this Contract without further liability or penalty to the State, its departments, divisions, agencies, offices, commissions, officers, agents and employees for any of the following reasons:

Termination for Cause

(a)
In the event that Contractor breaches any of its material duties or obligations under this Contract (including a Chronic Failure to meet any particular SLA as defined in Section 2.076), which are either not capable of or subject to being cured, or are not cured within the time period specified in the written notice of breach provided by the State (such time period not to be less than thirty (30) days), or pose a serious and imminent threat to the health and safety of any person, or the imminent loss, damage or destruction of any real or tangible personal property, the State may, having provided written notice of termination to Contractor, terminate this Contract in whole or in part, for cause, as of the date specified in the notice of termination.

(b)
In the event that this Contract is terminated for cause, in addition to any legal remedies otherwise available to the State by law or equity, Contractor shall be responsible for all costs incurred by the State in terminating this Contract, including but not limited to, State administrative costs, reasonable attorneys’ fees and court costs, and any reasonable additional costs the State may incur to procure the Services/Deliverables required by this Contract from other sources.  Re-procurement costs shall not be considered by the parties to be consequential, indirect or incidental damages, and shall not be excluded by any other terms otherwise included in this Contract, provided such costs are not in excess of fifty percent (50%) more than the prices for such Service/Deliverables provided under this Contract.

(c)
In the event the State chooses to partially terminate this Contract for cause, charges payable under this Contract will be equitably adjusted to reflect those Services/Deliverables that are terminated and the State shall pay for all Services/Deliverables for which Final Acceptance has been granted provided up to the termination date.  Services and related provisions of this Contract that are terminated for cause shall cease on the effective date of the termination.

(d)
In the event this Contract is terminated for cause pursuant to this Section, and it is determined, for any reason, that Contractor was not in breach of Contract pursuant to the provisions of this section, that termination for cause shall be deemed to have been a termination for convenience, effective as of the same date, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be limited to that otherwise provided in this Contract for a termination for convenience.

Termination for Convenience

The State may terminate this Contract for its convenience, in whole or part, if the State determines that such a termination is in the State’s best interest. Non-Appropriation

Contractor acknowledges that, if this Contract extends for several fiscal years, continuation of this Contract is subject to appropriation or availability of funds for this Contract.  If funds to enable the State to effect continued payment under this Contract are not appropriated or otherwise made available, the State shall have the right to terminate this Contract and all affected Statements of Work, in whole or in part, at the end of the last period for which funds have been appropriated or otherwise made available by giving written notice of termination to Contractor.  The State shall give Contractor at least thirty (30) days advance written notice of termination for non-appropriation or unavailability (or such time as is available if the State receives notice of the final decision less than thirty (30) days before the funding cutoff).

In the event the State terminates this Contract, eliminates certain Deliverables, or reduces the level of Services to be provided by Contractor pursuant to this Section, the State shall pay Contractor for all Work-in-Process performed through the effective date of the termination or reduction in level, as the case may be and as determined by the State, to the extent funds are available.  For the avoidance of doubt, this Section will not preclude Contractor from reducing or stopping Services/Deliverables and/or raising against the State in a court of competent jurisdiction, any claim for a shortfall in payment for Services performed or Deliverables finally accepted before the effective date of termination.

Criminal Conviction

The State may terminate this Contract immediately and without further liability or penalty in the event Contractor, an officer of Contractor, or an owner of a 25% or greater share of Contractor is convicted of a criminal offense incident to the application for, or performance of, a State, public or private Contract or subContract; convicted of a criminal offense, including any of the following:  embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, receiving stolen property, attempting to influence a public employee to breach the ethical conduct standards for State of Michigan employees; convicted under State or federal antitrust statutes; or convicted of any other criminal offense which in the sole discretion of the State reflects upon Contractor’s business integrity.

The State may terminate this Contract without further liability or penalty in the event any final administrative or judicial decision or adjudication disapproves a previously approved request for purchase of personal services pursuant to Constitution 1963, Article 11, § 5, and Civil Service Rule 7-1.  Termination may be in whole or in part and may be immediate as of the date of the written notice to Contractor or may be effective as of the date stated in such written notice.

Rights and Obligations Upon Termination

For all Contractor claims seeking an increase in the amounts payable to Contractor under the Contract, or the time for Contractor’s performance, Contractor shall submit a letter executed by Contractor’s Contract Administrator or his designee certifying that (a) the claim is made in good faith, (b) the amount claimed accurately reflects the adjustments in the amounts payable to Contractor or the time for Contractor’s performance for which Contractor believes the State is liable and covers all costs of every type to which Contractor is entitled from the occurrence of the claimed event, and (c) the supporting data provided with such an affidavit are current and complete to Contractor’s best knowledge and belief.

Informal Dispute Resolution

(a)
All operational disputes between the parties shall be resolved under the Contract Management procedures developed pursuant to Section 2.100.  If the parties are unable to resolve any disputes after compliance with such processes, the parties shall meet with the Director of Purchasing Operations, DMB, or designee, for the purpose of attempting to resolve such dispute without the need for formal legal proceedings, as follows:

The representatives of Contractor and the State shall meet as often as the parties reasonably deem necessary in order to gather and furnish to each other all information with respect to the matter in issue which the parties believe to be appropriate and germane in connection with its resolution. Following the completion of this process within sixty (60) calendar days, the Director of Purchasing Operations, DMB, or designee, shall issue a written opinion regarding the issue(s) in dispute within thirty (30) calendar days.  The opinion regarding the dispute shall be considered the State’s final action and the exhaustion of administrative remedies.

This Section 2.250 will not be construed to prevent either party from instituting, and a party is authorized to institute, formal proceedings earlier to avoid the expiration of any applicable limitations period, to preserve a superior position with respect to other creditors, or pursuant to Section 2.253.

(c)
The State will not mediate disputes between the Contractor and any other entity, except state agencies, concerning responsibility for performance of work pursuant to the Contract.

Injunctive Relief

The only circumstance in which disputes between the State and Contractor will not be subject to the provisions of Section 2.252 is where a party makes a good faith determination that a breach of the terms of the Contract by the other party is such that the damages to such party resulting from the breach will be so immediate, so large or severe and so incapable of adequate redress after the fact that a temporary restraining order or other immediate injunctive relief is the only adequate remedy.

Details of settlements, which are prevented from disclosure by the terms of the settlement, may be annotated as such.  Information provided to the State from Contractor’s publicly filed documents referencing its material litigation will be deemed to satisfy the requirements of this Section.

Assurances:

In the event that any such Proceeding disclosed to the State pursuant to this Section, or of which the State otherwise becomes aware, during the term of this Contract would cause a reasonable party to be concerned about:

Is not the person in the Vendor’s organization responsible within that organization for the decision as to the prices being offered in the proposal but has been authorized, in writing, to act as agent for the persons responsible for such decision in certifying that such persons have not participated (and will not participate) in any action contrary to l. a., b., and c. above.

Freedom of Information Act

All information in a Vendor’s proposal, and any resulting Contract, is subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act, 1976 PA 442, MCL 15.231, et seq.

Taxes

The State may refuse to award a contract to any Vendor who has failed to pay any applicable State taxes.  The State may refuse to accept Vendor’s bid, if Vendor has any outstanding debt with the State.  Prior to any award, the State will verify whether Vendor has any outstanding debt with the State.

By submitting a bid Vendor certifies that all applicable state taxes are paid as of the date of bid submission, and that Vendor owes no outstanding debt to the State.

Possible Additional Considerations/Processes

Clarifications

If it is determined to be in the best interest of the State and/or if a Vendor’s proposal is unclear, the State may request clarifications from one or all Vendors.  The State will document, in writing, clarifications being requested and forward to the Vendors affected.  This process does not allow for changes, rather it simply provides an opportunity to clarify the proposal submitted.

Oral Presentation

Vendors who submit proposals may be required to make oral presentations of their proposals to the State.  These presentations provide an opportunity for the Vendors to clarify the proposals through mutual understanding.  Purchasing Operations, DMB, will schedule these presentations, if required.

Site Visit / Pre-Bid Meeting

The State will conduct a mandatory, or optional, pre-bid meeting and mandatory site visit(s) to tour the contract location.  The State may conduct a site-visit to inspect the Vendor’s facilities.  Purchasing Operations, will schedule these visits, if required.

Pricing Negotiations

If it is determined to be in the best interest of the State, the State may enter into negotiations with Vendors on price, or technical clarifications. No modification to the ITB technical requirements or specifications will be allowed.  If technical requirement or specification changes are required, which cannot be resolved via technical clarification, the BAFO process as described below may be used.

Vendors will NOT be provided any information about other proposals or prices, or where the Vendor stands in relation to others at any time during the evaluation process.  Any request for such information will be viewed as a compromise to the stated evaluation process, and the requesting Vendor may be eliminated from further consideration.  Successful requests for proposal information by a Vendor, its subcontractor, or an affiliated party before contract award may also result in disqualification from this ITB and possible debarment.

Best and Final Offer (BAFO)

If the selection process described in the ITB does not lead to a viable award recommendation, or significant deficiencies are identified, the Buyer and/or the JEC (Joint Evaluation Committee) at its discretion may prepare a Deficiency Report and Clarification Request (DR/CR) for each proposal determined to be in the competitive range.  Vendors will be allowed to respond in writing to the (DR/CR) with a Best and Final Offer (BAFO).  The BAFO may include any changes to the original proposal to address the listed deficiencies, including alterations to the original cost proposal to address correction of such deficiencies.  The Best and Final Offers must be submitted by the deadline established by Purchasing Operations.

After reviewing the Best and Final Offers, the JEC will re-evaluate the proposals using the original evaluation method.  If an alteration to the originally published evaluation criteria is to be made, such changes in the criteria will be published to all Vendors as part of the issuance of the DR/CR’s.

Complete Proposal with Work Plan and Pricing

To be considered, each Vendor shall submit a COMPLETE proposal(s) for each location of interest in response to this ITB, using the format specified.

Efficient Proposal

Each proposal should be prepared simply and economically, providing a straightforward, concise description of the Vendor’s ability to meet the requirements of the ITB.  Fancy bindings, colored displays, promotional material, etc., will receive no evaluation credit.  Emphasis should be on completeness and clarity of content in the format specified.

Price and Notations

Prices and notations must be typed or in ink.  Prices shall be for new items only unless specified otherwise in the ITB.  The person signing the proposal should initial any form of pricing corrections made to the proposal by the bidder prior to submission in ink.  In the event of un-initialed pricing corrections, the buyer, with management approval, may require an affidavit from the bidder confirming the price correction was made prior to the bid submission.
