Amendment of Bylaws

	Section 1.
Procedure
	These bylaws may be amended by (check one or both):

_____     those members present and entitled to vote at the annual or      special meeting of the membership

                 or by

_____     the unanimous vote of those present at a duly constituted meeting of the board of directors, provided that:

a.
When bylaws are amended by the membership:

1.
The number of affirmative votes needed to amend the bylaws meets the requirements of the Act.

2.
The number present at the meeting is sufficient to constitute a quorum.

3.
The notice of the annual or special meeting to consider such amendment shall specifically set forth the amendment to be considered.

b.
When bylaws are amended by the board of directors:

1.
The proposed amendment shall have been submitted to the board for consideration and included in the minutes of a board meeting at least thirty (30) days prior to the vote on the amendment.

2.
At least fifteen (15) days prior to the vote on such amendment, each member of the board of directors shall be given a notice of the meeting which shall set forth the proposed amendment and specify the portion of the bylaw(s) to be amended.

3.
An abstention shall be deemed a negative vote.

4.
At the first annual meeting of the membership following an amendment to the bylaws, notice of the amendment shall be submitted to the membership.
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
