Orders will be issued directly to the Contractor by various State agencies.  

Attached is a listing of State agencies and/or locations that may order from the Contract.  The listing shall not limit participation of additional agencies/locations as the need may develop at the same prices, terms and conditions

I-B
ISSUING OFFICE
The Contract is issued by the Office of Purchasing, State of Michigan, Department of Management and Budget, hereinafter known as the Office of Purchasing, for the Michigan Department of Corrections hereinafter known as MDOC.  Where actions are a combination of those of the Office of Purchasing and the MDOC, the authority will be known as the State.

The Office of Purchasing is the sole point of contact in the State with regard to all procurement and contractual matters relating to the commodities and/or services described herein.   The Office of Purchasing is the only office authorized to change, modify, amend, alter, clarify, etc., the specifications, terms, and conditions of the Contract. CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR
Upon receipt at the Office of Purchasing of the properly executed Contract Agreement(s), it is anticipated that the Director of Purchasing will direct that the various prison facilities will be authorized to administer the Contract on a day-to-day basis during the term of the Contract.  However, administration of the Contract implies no authority to change, modify, clarify, amend, or otherwise alter the terms, conditions, and specifications of such Contract(s).  That authority is retained by the Office of Purchasing.
I-D
CONTRACT TERM
The term of this Contract(s) will be for a three (3) year period and will commence with the issuance of the Contract(s).  This will be approximately November 1, 2001 to November 1, 2004. INCURRING COSTS
The State of Michigan is not liable for any cost incurred by the Contractor prior to signing of the Contract.  The State fiscal year is October 1st through September 30th.  The Contractor(s) should realize that payments in any given fiscal year are contingent upon enactment of legislative appropriations.  Total liability of the State is limited to terms and conditions of the Contract.

NEWS RELEASES
News releases pertaining to the ITB and Contract or project to which it relates shall not be made without prior written State approval, and then only in accordance with the explicit written instructions from the State. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES

B. Meat shall be free of blood clots and bruises.

C. The temperature of the meat upon receipt shall be between 0 to –10 degrees F., unless specified within the item product detail description.

ASSIGNMENT
The Contractor shall not have the right to assign the Contract or to assign or delegate any of its duties or obligations under the Contract to any other party (whether by operation of law or otherwise), without the prior written consent of the State. In addition, should the equipment, software, commodity, or service, or the operation thereof, become or in the Contractor's opinion be likely to become the subject of a claim of infringement, the Contractor shall at the Contractor's sole expense (i) procure for the State the right to continue using the equipment, software, commodity or service or, if such option is not reasonably available to the Contractor, (ii) replace or modify the same with equipment, software, commodity or service of equivalent function and performance so that it becomes non-infringing, or, if such option is not reasonably available to Contractor, (iii) accept its return by the State with appropriate credits to the State against the Contractor's charges and reimburse the State for any losses or costs incurred as a consequence of the State ceasing its use and returning it.

3.
Indemnification Obligation Not Limited

In any and all claims against the State of Michigan, or any of its agents or employees, by any employee of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors, the indemnification obligation under the Contract shall not be limited in any way by the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or any of its subcontractors under worker's disability compensation acts, disability benefits acts, or other employee benefits acts.  This indemnification clause is intended to be comprehensive.  Any overlap in subclauses, or the fact that greater specificity is provided as to some categories of risk, is not intended to limit the scope of indemnification under any other subclause.

Continuation of Indemnification Obligation

The duty to indemnify will continue in full force and affect not withstanding the expiration or early termination of the Contract with respect to any claims based on facts or conditions which occurred prior to termination.

CONTRACTOR'S LIABILITY INSURANCE

The Contractor shall purchase and maintain such insurance as will protect him from claims set forth below which may arise out of or result from the Contractor's operations under the Contract (Direct Purchase Order), whether such operations be by himself or by any Subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable:

Insurance for Subparagraphs (3) and (4) non‑automobile hazards on a combined single limit of liability basis shall not be less than $300,000 each occurrence and when applicable, $300,000 annual aggregate.


The insurance shall be written for not less than any limits of liability herein specified or required by law, whichever is greater, and shall include Contractual liability insurance as applicable to the Contractor's obligations under the Indemnification clause of the Contract (Direct Purchase Order).

BEFORE STARTING WORK THE CONTRACTOR MUST FURNISH TO THE OFFICE OF PURCHASING, CERTIFICATE(S) OF INSURANCE VERIFYING LIABILITY COVERAGE.  THE CONTRACT OR DIRECT PURCHASE ORDER NO. MUST BE SHOWN ON THE CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE TO ASSURE CORRECT FILING.  These Certificates shall contain a provision that coverage afforded under the policies will not be cancelled until at least fifteen days prior written notice bearing the Contract No. or Direct Purchase Order No. has been given to the Director of Purchasing.

RIGHT TO KNOW ACT (Act 80 of 1986)
The "Right to Know Act" is intended to provide protection and information to employees who encounter hazardous substances in the workplace.  To comply with this act, it is necessary that you fulfill the following:

Labels on all incoming containers of hazardous chemicals must (1) clearly State the identity of the contents, (2) display appropriate hazard warning(s), (3) include first aid information, and (4) list the name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer, or other responsible party.

ACCOUNTING RECORDS
The Contractor and all subcontractors shall maintain all pertinent financial and accounting records and evidence pertaining to the Contract in accordance with generally accepted principles of accounting and other procedures specified by the State of Michigan.  Financial and accounting records shall be made available, upon request, to the State of Michigan, its designees, or the Michigan Auditor General at any time during the Contract period and any extension thereof, and for three years from expiration date and final payment on the Contract or extension thereof.

NON-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE

CANCELLATION
1. Material Breach by the Contractor.  In the event that the Contractor breaches any of its material duties or obligations under the Contract, which are either not capable of or subject to being cured, or are not cured within the time period specified in the written notice of breach provided by the State, or pose a serious and imminent threat to the health and safety of any person, or the imminent loss, damage or destruction of any real or tangible personal property, the State may, having provided written notice of cancellation to the Contractor, cancel this Contract in whole or in part, for cause, as of the date specified in the notice of cancellation.

In the event that this Contract is cancelled for cause, in addition to any legal remedies otherwise available to the State by law or equity, the Contractor shall be responsible for all costs incurred by the State in canceling the Contract, including but not limited to, State administrative costs, attorneys fees and court costs, and any additional costs the State may incur to procure the services required by this Contract from other sources.  All excess reprocurement costs and damages shall not be considered by the parties to be consequential, indirect or incidental, and shall not be excluded by any other terms otherwise included in the Contract.

In the event the State chooses to partially cancel this Contract for cause charges payable under this Contract will be equitably adjusted to reflect those services that are cancelled.

In the event this Contract is cancelled for cause pursuant to this section, and it is therefore determined, for any reason, that the Contractor was not in breach of contract pursuant to the provisions of this section, that cancellation for cause shall be deemed to have been a cancellation for convenience, effective as of the same date, and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be limited to that otherwise provided in the Contract for a cancellation for convenience.

Cancellation For Convenience By the State.  The State may cancel this Contract for its convenience, in whole or part, if the State determines that such a cancellation is in the State’s best interest.  Reasons for such cancellation shall be left to the sole discretion of the State and may include, but not necessarily be limited to (a) the State no longer needs the services or products specified in the Contract, (b) relocation of office, program changes, changes in laws, rules, or regulations make implementation of the Contract services no longer practical or feasible, and (c) unacceptable prices for additional services requested by the State. No agent, employee, or servant of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors shall be or shall be deemed to be an employee, agent, or servant of the State for any reason.  The Contractor will be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and the acts of its agents, employees, servants and subcontractors during the performance of this Contract.

SURVIVOR
Any provisions of the Contract that impose continuing obligations on the parties including, but not limited to the Contractor’s indemnity and other obligations shall survive the expiration or cancellation of the Contract for any reason.

GOVERNING LAW
The Contract shall in all respects be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of Michigan.  Any dispute arising herein shall be resolved in the State of Michigan.

PREREQUISITIES TO CONTRACTING
All contracts/purchase orders in excess of $250,000 must be approved by the State Administrative Board prior to final award.  The decision of this Board is final.

MODIFICATION OF CONTRACT
The Director of Purchasing reserves the right to modify this contract at any time during the contract term.  Such modification may include changing the locations to be serviced, additional locations to be serviced, method or manner of performance of the work, number of days service is to be performed, addition or deletion of tasks to be performed, addition or deletion of items, and/or any other modifications deemed necessary.  Any changes in pricing proposed by the Contractor resulting from the proposed changes are subject to acceptance by the State.  Changes may be increases or decreases.  IN THE EVENT PRICES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE TO THE STATE, THE CONTRACT SHALL BE SUBJECT TO COMPETITIVE BIDDING BASED UPON THE NEW SPECIFICATION.

UNFAIR LABOR PRACTICES
Pursuant to 1980 Public Act 278, as amended, MCL 423.231, et seq, the State shall not award a Contract or subcontract to an employer whose name appears in the current register of employers failing to correct an unfair labor practice compiled pursuant to Section 2 of the Act. Section II is designed to provide the contractor with information on additional requirements associated with this Contract.

The requirements in Section II – ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS is used in conjunction with Section IV – INFORMATION REQUIRED FROM BIDDERS.  

II-B
SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
1. PRODUCT QUALITY

· Specifications, appearance and taste

All commodities to be furnished hereunder shall conform to the specifications as noted in the "Invitation To Bid" and specifications on the attached Item Listings/Pricing Page.

If the formulation and/or packaging of any contractual item changes during the course of the agreement, the state shall be notified of such change(s) and given the option to accept or reject the change.   In the event the change(s) is acceptable, the product shall be supplied at no additional charge.  Should the state reject the change(s), the Contract or a portion thereof, may be canceled.  During the course of the Contract period, should a question arise concerning the acceptable taste of a contracted item, the state reserves the right to conduct a pass/fail taste test at the time.  If the product in question fails the test, the Contract, or portion thereof, may be canceled.

Bidder shall be a Total Quality Control (TQC) facility certified by the USDA. 

Alternate Brands  - Detailed Specifications have been indicated for all products to be furnished under this Contract.  A recommended manufacturer and product number has been indicated for each item.  Product numbers referenced represent specifically what the State requires.  If alternate brands were bid, the product must be of the same quality or higher than indicated and the Manufacturer(s) of these products must have the ability to meet the qualifications as specified.

· Research and Product Development

Contractor shall have the ability to invest in new product development and research to stay current with ongoing demands.

· Quality Assurance
The contractor shall have a written quality control program which ensures that all products are wholesome and that all manufacturers and suppliers to the Contractor have effective quality control programs, have standard operating procedures and use good manufacturing practices.  All manufacturers supplying product to the Contractor shall have verifiable HACCP programs in place at their manufacturing facilities.  The Contractor shall monitor the quality control program of all suppliers and manufactures.

All products shall have legible code dates on the box or package.

The State reserves the right to periodically test products which have been received to verify compliance with specifications.  If laboratory analysis shows that the product does not meet specifications or fails to perform satisfactorily at any time, the Contractor shall be responsible for:

1.
All costs of testing and laboratory analysis.

2.
Disposal and/or replacement of all products which fail to meet specifications.

3.
All costs of repair and/or replacement of equipment deemed to have been damaged by substandard products as determined by the State.

· Hazard Analysis Critical Control Point System (HACCP)
· Contractors Production plant(s) shall have a fully implemented HACCP Program.

· Contractor shall have a USDA certified laboratory or access for testing chemical residues.

· Recall Program 

Contractor shall have the ability to track all products delivered (barcode/UPC’s) to the distributor.

Contractor shall have a product recall program that provides for immediate notification to all customers, including Michigan Department of Corrections (MDOC) facilities who have received the products.  In all cases of product recall, the Contractor shall notify all MDOC facilities that have received the recalled product.  Notification shall not exceed twenty-four hours after the Contractor learns of the recall.  The Contractor shall have the ability to track products by lot number to specific customers including MDOC facilities.  The Contractor is responsible for picking up all products that are subject to recall.

2. SERVICE

· Customer Service
The contractor shall have the capability to respond to agency inquiries within one (1) business day of receipt of contact.  A Customer Service Representative(s) shall be assigned specifically to the State of Michigan account that shall be prepared to assist the State agencies in any ordering or invoicing problems in a courteous and helpful manner.

· Training

Contractor shall have the ability to provide support services to DOC Food Service Director’s in product handling and information on new products as they are made available.  Training shall be provided at no additional cost to the State.

· Usage Reporting

Contractor shall have the capability to report the Contract usage by State agencies and/or local units of government.  Such usage shall be reported quarterly and by item to the buyer in the Office of Purchasing, Department of Management and Budget.

· Placing Orders

Contractor shall have the capability to receive orders by telephone, e-mail, facsimile and by written order.  This shall include the ability to track orders placed by the agency in advance, with a six (6) month to one (1) year delivery time frame to ensure timely deliveries and eliminate back orders.  The bidder may offer electronic ordering capability.

· Past Performance/Prior Experience
Contractor shall have demonstrated ability to supply food distributors with the specified product quality, service, delivery, etc, as outlined in the requirements for this Contract. 

· Other Rebate Programs
Product Discounts:  The State of Michigan reserves the right to negotiate pricing, discounts and/or rebates directly with the manufacturers for large volume purchases. The Contractor shall pass on to the Department of Corrections all price discounts and reductions which the State of Michigan is entitled to receive from the manufacturers.  These discounts and reductions shall include, without limitation, nonprofit allowances, free goods, rebates, quarterly and other discounts and special manufacturer deal prices.  The State reserves the right to change to other product brands carried by the Contractor if the cost is beneficial to the State.

If a manufacturer offers rebates directly to a Correction facility, the Contractor shall track purchase information for each agency for the items affected and submit this information to the manufacturer as required by the manufacturer.

Rebates:  Should the contractor have access to any rebates, for which the state could benefit, this information should have been included in the bid.  Prices were quoted without rebate participation for evaluation purposes.  Reduced prices resulting from any rebate were not be considered in the bid evaluation.

The following are criteria the contractor‘s manufacturer shall meet if an alternate brand was bid.  Supporting documentation will be required to  support these requirements.

· Staffing
Contractor shall have sufficient staffing to provide the levels of product quality, service, delivery and all other requirements.

3. DELIVERY

· On Time Delivery 

Delivery standards - the maximum delivery time is 14 days after receipt of order, although contractor is encouraged to offer the best delivery time possible.  Other specific delivery requirements will be made between each agency and the Contractor.  Deliveries may be required weekly, bi-weekly or on a monthly basis.
Each order shall be accompanied with a packing slip or invoice.  The packing slip or invoice shall contain the following information:

· Inspection of products

Product will be inspected by the ordering agency within 48 hours of delivery excluding State holidays and weekends.  All products must be in a wholesome and sanitary condition when delivered.  Products will not be accepted if the products fail to meet specifications either in product quality or packaging or the product is an unauthorized substitute product.  The Contractor must pick up the rejected product within 48 hours of being notified of the rejection by the agency.  Defective items must be exchanged or credited by the Contractor at the option of the agency.

The State of Michigan reserves the right to hold rejected products suspected of being adulterated for inspection by the United States Department of Agriculture and/or the Michigan Department of Agriculture.

· Minimum Orders

The minimum order is $250.00 for any combination of items.

There are no additional charges (handling fee) to be applicable on orders under $250.00, or under the contractor's minimum order requirement indicated on the attached form titled “Minimum Order”.

Prices were quoted "F.O.B.  Delivered" with transportation charges prepaid on all orders of  $250.00 or more to the State, or on all orders totaling or in excess of the contractor's minimum order requirement stated on the form titled “Minimum Order”.  Other F.O.B. terms will not be accepted and shall disqualify a bidder from further consideration.  This supersedes Instruction #8 on the reverse side of the Invitation To Bid cover page.  Responsibility and liability for loss or damage shall remain with the Contractor until final inspection and acceptance when responsibility shall pass to the agency except as to latent defects, fraud, and the Contractor’s warranty obligations, if any.

· Packaging

The Department of Corrections will not accept product packed in glass.  Products packed in wire crates, with bound nylon strapping or have excessive labeling shall be prohibited.  All packaging and packing material must be new and clean, and must not impart objectionable odors or flavors to the product.  Printed, stamped and stenciled labeling and marking information on cartons must be water-fast, non-smearing or a contrasting color, clear and readable.  Cartons shall be clean and of adequate strength to provide protection and stacking strength.  Cartons shall be clearly marked with the product name, count/size and the product code.

The pack sizes indicated on the ITB represented the sizes currently used by state agencies.  The contractor is requested to provide packaging that most closely meets these packaging sizes.  The state reserves the right of final approval on packaging offered by the contractor.

Packaging and containers, etc., shall be in accordance with supplier's commercial practice and shall meet the requirements of Department of Transportation (D.O.T.) and rail and motor carrier freight classifications in effect at time of shipment, which will permit application of the lowest freight rate.

· Palletizing

Shipments shall be palletized whenever possible and shall conform to the following:

Products bid by the bidder shall be stocked on a regular basis.  Special Order items shall not be allowed.    The Contractor shall supply agency’s choice of like item in a grade equal to or higher than original at the same cost as the item first ordered.   Confirmations of substitutions must be faxed to the ordering agency within 2 hours after a substitution has been agreed upon by the agency.

· Sanitation 

Contractor shall conform to all applicable Federal, State and local laws regarding sanitation.
