Wastepaper SHALL INCLUDE, but is not limited to trimmings - from cutting paper to size, converting - where paper is changed from its original state into a new product such as envelopes, bags, etc., and post consumer paper such as in finished paper products which would normally be disposed of in the form of solid waste, such as used corrugated boxes, newspaper, magazines, mixed office generated wastepaper etc.

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS
A.
PRODUCT QUALITY

1.
SPECIFICATIONS
Approved Brands or Manufacturers' lines - Approved brands are noted on the Contract or lists attached.  No substitutions will be accepted without the prior written approval of Acquisition Services.

B.
SERVICE

1.
ORDERING/CUSTOMER SERVICE
The Contractor shall have the capacity to receive orders electronically, by phone, facsimile, and by written order.  The Contractor shall also have the capability of providing a web-base catalog.  The Contractor shall provide a statewide toll-free phone number for phone orders.  The Contractor shall provide agencies with a printed ordering form with all contract items listed and spaces in which to enter orders for non-contract items as well as space for the State agency to list the agency’s account codes.  Such account codes shall be listed on an accounting coding block on the order form that has been defined by the State.  The Contractor shall have internal controls, approved by Acquisition Services, to insure that orders are placed only by authorized individuals within the State.  The Contractor shall verify orders that have quantities that appear to be abnormal or excessive.

The Contractor shall have an accessible customer service department with a minimum of three (3) individuals dedicated specifically to State of Michigan accounts.  The Contractor shall have experienced sales representatives make timely personal visits to State accounts.  The Contractor’s customer service must respond to all State agency inquiries within one (1) business day.  The contractor shall provide a statewide toll-free number for customer service calls.

The Contractor shall not substitute either contract items (Attachment A) or non-contract items (standard office supply catalog) without the written approval of Acquisition Services.

At the request of Acquisition Services, the Contractor shall have the ability to block certain non-contract items from being ordered.  General exclusions include, but are not limited to, some office furniture, computers and computer accessories, file cabinets, janitorial supplies in large volume orders, photocopy machines and supplies, fax machines and supplies, printers and supplies, surge protectors and telephones and accessories.  These items are currently available through other State contracts.  

2.
RETURNS AND OVERSTOCK ITEMS
The Contractor shall fully credit State agencies for all items (contract and non-contract) returned within 60 calendar days of receipt if products are in the original container, unused and in resalable condition.  After 60 calendar days, the Contractor shall issue not less than an 80% credit to the ordering agency for non-dated, overstocked items if returned in original container, unused, and in resalable condition.  State agencies are responsible for paying shipping costs to return these items to the Contractor.  All credits shall be made to the account codes used to purchase the returned items.  If the order had multiple account codes, the agency shall instruct the Contractor to which code or codes the credit shall be assigned.  The Contractor shall issue credit within seven (7) calendar days once item has been returned to Contractor’s in-state distribution warehouse.

3.
DAMAGED FREIGHT, ERROR IN SHIPMENT, DEFECTIVE ITEMS    

The Contractor shall pay and arrange for all shipping and handling charges for items (contract and non-contract) returned because of freight damage, error in shipment, or because the item is defective.  Agencies shall be given ten (10) working days from receipt of shipment to detect freight damages and to detect errors in the shipment.  Defective items shall be exchanged or credited by the Contractor instead of the agency being required to return products directly to the manufacturer.  Agencies shall be credited the full amount of all items returned because of freight damage, error in shipment or defect in the items.  All credits shall be made to the account codes used to purchase the returned items.  If the order had multiple account codes, the agency shall instruct the Contractor to which code or codes the credit shall be assigned.  The Contractor shall issue credit within seven (7) calendar days once item has been returned to Contractor’s in-state distribution warehouse.

4.
CATALOG

The Contractor shall provide at no charge printed catalogs to all State agencies without limitation as to quantity.  This catalog shall consist of all Contract items (Attachment A) including product descriptions, product number, unit of measure, and price; instructions on ordering and returning items; customer service telephone and fax numbers and hours of operation; and restricted items listing.  The Contractor shall have the capability to offer the catalog in both text and electronically.  Catalogs incorporating all changes shall be issued once every six months.  Updates/supplements to the catalog shall be issued when changes occur.

In addition, the Contractor shall provide their standard office product catalog without limitation as to quantity and at no charge to the State.  These catalogs shall be replaced yearly, and Contractor shall have distribution of new catalogs completed by January 15th of each year.

The Contractor shall be willing and have the capacity to work with third-party providers of Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) services that have been chosen by the State.  The Contractor shall be willing, at no additional charge to the State or to the EDI provider, to transmit text and image catalog information to the State’s provider of EDI services.      

The Contractor shall maintain a list of active State customers to whom the Contractor will send all catalogs and updates/supplements.  Additions and deletions of items and price revisions shall be approved by Acquisition Services prior to implementation.  In addition, Acquisition Services shall approve the updates/supplements and any accompanying correspondence prior to its mailing by the Contractor to State agencies.

The selling of the mailing lists containing the names of State customers is absolutely prohibited.  Mailing of promotional materials may only be permitted with the prior approval of the Contract Administrator.

5.
FILL RATE
The Contractor shall maintain a monthly statewide average Fill Rate of 98%.  Items that are reordered, back ordered, or partially filled are not considered filled items when calculating this service level.  Orders not filled and partials shall be indicated on the packing slip.  The packing slip shall indicate the availability date of non-filled and partial orders.  Should the Contractor fail to meet the agreed-upon delivery schedule, thereby making it necessary for an agency to purchase urgently needed items from another source, the Contractor, upon notice from the Contract Administrator, shall be required to pay the difference between the Contract price and the agency’s purchase price.

If the Fill Rate falls below 94% for three consecutive months and the Contractor fails to provide an explanation for the reduction which is satisfactory to the State in its sole discretion, the State may cancel the Contract with a 30-day written notice to the Contractor pursuant to Section II-GG herein, default of the Contractor.

6.
BEST CUSTOMER  

The Contractor represents that all prices, terms, and benefits offered by the Contractor in this Contract are equal to or better than the equivalent prices, terms, and benefits being offered by the Contractor to any other state, local government unit, the federal government or commercial customer.  Should the Contractor, during the term of the Contract with the State, enter into any contract, agreement or arrangement that provides lower prices, more favorable terms or greater benefits to any other government unit or commercial customer, the Contract with the State shall be deemed amended to provide the same price or prices, terms or benefits to the State.  This provision applies to comparable products, supplies and services, and to purchase volumes by the State that are not less than the purchase volumes of the government unit or commercial customer that has received the lower prices, greater benefits or more favorable terms.

Donations of products, supplies or services to charitable, nonprofit or government entities, if the donations are recognized as such and are deductible under the federal Internal Revenue Code, shall not be considered contracts, agreements, sales or arrangements with other government units or commercial customers that call for the application of this provision.   

7.
TRAINING
The Contractor shall provide training to individual agencies, when necessary, on aspects of ordering, shipping, billing, and receiving.  At the request of the Contract Administrator, the Contractor shall provide in-service training to agency personnel on products, installation, and product safety issues.  The Contractor shall also provide agency training jointly with the State as needed during the period covered by the Contract at no additional charge.  In addition, the Contractor shall provide training tapes to the State when so requested.  These tapes will be provided at no expense to the State. 

8.
REPORTING
The Contractor shall be able to provide various reports when requested by the State.  At a minimum, the Contractor shall electronically submit the following reports:

a. Fill rate information for contract and non-contract items, statewide and by agency, which shall include the number of orders received, orders processed, back orders, partially filled orders, reorders, and total dollar amount spend.  This report shall be submitted monthly by the 15th day of the month following the reporting period.

b. Usage reports by agency and statewide indicating the number and price of each contract and non-contract item sold.  This report shall be submitted monthly by the 15th day of the month following the reporting period.

c. A list of items that should be placed on the contract and a list of items which should be removed from the contract and the anticipated cost savings associated with these actions.  This report shall be submitted quarterly by the 15th day of the month following the reporting period.

d.
Viable methods by which the State can save 3% of its total office supply expenses during the next year covered by the Contract.  This report shall be submitted annually 60 days prior to the contract anniversary date.  See SECTION II-D.

e.
Custom reports that the Contract Administrator and/or State agencies may request from time-to-time on an as-needed basis.

C.
DELIVERY

1.
TIME FRAMES
For locations within the Contractor’s delivery zone, delivery shall be within one (1) business day for all telephone and fax orders received by 5:00 p.m.  For next business-day delivery for internet orders, order must be received by the Contractor by 4:00 p.m.  Delivery outside the Contractor’s delivery zone shall be within two (2) business days for all telephone and fax orders received by 5:00 p.m. and internet orders received by 4:00 p.m.

2.
MINIMUM ORDER
There is no minimum order requirement. 

3.
F.O.B.  POINT
Prices are "F.O.B. Delivered" with transportation charges prepaid on all orders regardless of the item is a contract or non-contract item.  

4.
PACKAGING
Each order delivered shall be individually packaged and shall indicate the ordering agency’s name, address, and order number.  Each order shall utilize the box size that is the most appropriate for the quantity of items being shipped.  Each package shall contain a packing slip.  The packing slip shall contain the following information:


Agency name and address;

Name and telephone number of the person to whom the order is being delivered;

The State’s order number, if there is one;

Stock number and brief description of each item;

Unit of issue and quantity issued for each item;

Unit price and extended price for each item;

Date order was received by Contractor;

Shipping code to identify the following conditions:


Item temporarily out of stock, will ship late;


Discontinued item;


Item temporarily out of stock, please reorder.

Total price of the order.

The Contractor shall use the notation “Items temporarily out of stock, will ship later” only if delivery can be made within ten (10) calendar days and the Contractor indicates on the packing slip the expected delivery date to the ordering agency.

All deliveries are “F.O.B. Delivered” to the ordering agency.  Responsibility and liability for loss or damage shall remain with the Contractor until final inspection and acceptance when responsibility shall pass to the agency except as to latent defects, fraud, and the Contractor’s warranty obligations, if any.

The pack sizes indicated on the Item Listing represent the sizes currently used by the industry.  

Packaging and containers, etc., shall be in accordance with supplier's commercial practice and shall meet the requirements of Department of Transportation (D.O.T.) and rail and motor carrier freight classifications in effect at time of shipment, which will permit application of the lowest freight rate.

5.
PALLETIZING
Shipments shall be palletized whenever possible and shall conform to the following:

INVOICING
1.
BILLINGS
The Contractor shall have the capability to bill monthly by hard copy and/or electronically and is responsible for developing the electronic billing interface in accordance with the requirements provided by the State.  The Contractor shall be able to bill each agency by account codes as well as bill centrally to each department by agency and further by agency account codes depending on the needs of each department.  All billings shall include the following information:


Agency name and address;



Purchase order or packing slip number;


Account codes;


Stock number and brief description of each item;


Quantity issued of each item;


Unit price and extended price of each item;


Statement total; and


Payment terms.

2.
PAYMENT
Once the monthly bills have been received by the State agencies, payment will be made within 30 calendar days.  The Contractor shall be capable of accepting payment by check, procurement card and/or electronically.

E.
SECURITY
The Contract will require frequent deliveries to State of Michigan facilities.  In addition to the Contractor’s security background checks on all personnel assigned to the State of Michigan facilities, the State may decide to also perform their own security background check.  If so, the Contractor shall be required to provide to the State a list of all delivery people that will service State of Michigan facilities, including name and date of birth (social security number or driver license number may also be required).

The Contractor and its subcontractors shall comply with the security access requirements of individual State facilities.

F.
PRICING

Prices for office supply items listed on Attachment A (contract items) shall be one price for each item and shall include all bidder’s costs including storage, processing and delivery.  These items are the State’s high volume items and therefore discounts should be higher than the discount offered from the bidder’s standard office supply catalog.  

G. LEVEL OF PRICING

The State will receive a 50% discount off all non-contract (general catalog) items.  Users of this Contract will be assessed a 5% user fee on all items purchased.  Therefore, because of the 5% user fee, agencies will receive a 45% discount off all non-contract (general catalog) items.  All items listed on the attached Item Listing (specially-priced catalog) have been marked up by 5% to reflect the user fee.

H. PAYMENT OF USER FEES TO THE STATE

The State of Michigan intends to implement a statewide Electronic Commerce Program.  Payment of this program will be based on fees collected per Section I-C, G, Level of Pricing.

The Contractor, within one (1) week of issuance of monthly summary bills, shall remit by check to the State payment to cover the user fees associated with the time period covered by the summary bills. SECTION II

GENERAL CONTRACT PROVISIONS

II-A
GENERAL
This Contract is for the Just-In-Time Delivery of Office Supplies for the State of Michigan.  Exact quantities to be purchased are unknown; however, the Contractor will be required to furnish all such materials and services as may be ordered during the CONTRACT period.  Quantities specified, if any, are estimates based on prior purchases by Executive Branch State agencies, and the State is not obligated to purchase in these or any other quantities.  

Orders for delivery will be issued directly to the Contractor by various State agencies.  Individual State agencies will be invoiced by the Contractor and responsible for payment to the Contractor.  

The Contractor will be required to deliver to all State agencies located in the State of Michigan.  The State currently has approximately 3,500 various ship-to locations around the state.  The Contract is for use by the Executive Branch of State government; however, the Judicial and Legislative Branches of State government may use the Contract if they choose.

Orders may also be issued by local units of government.  The Judicial and Legislative Branches and local units of government will issue orders directly to the Contractor, will be directly invoiced by the Contractor and will be responsible for payment to the Contractor.

II-B
ISSUING OFFICE
The Contract is issued by Acquisition Services, State of Michigan, Department of Management and Budget, hereinafter known as Acquisition Services, for the State of Michigan agencies, hereinafter known as State agencies.  Where actions are a combination of those of Acquisition Services and the State agencies, the authority will be known as the State.

Acquisition Services is the sole point of contact in the State with regard to all procurement and contractual matters relating to the commodities and/or services described herein.   Acquisition Services is the only office authorized to change, modify, amend, alter, clarify, etc., the specifications, terms, and conditions of the Contract.   Acquisition Services will remain the SOLE POINT OF CONTACT throughout the procurement process.   All communications covering this procurement must be addressed to:

II-C
CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR
Upon receipt at Acquisition Services of the properly executed Contract Agreement, the person named above in Section II-B will be allowed to administer the Contract on a day-to-day basis during the term of the Contract.  However, administration of the Contract implies no authority to change, modify, clarify, amend, or otherwise alter the terms, conditions, and specifications of such Contract.  That authority is retained by Acquisition Services.  
II-D
CONTRACT TERM
The term of this contract will be for a five (5) year period and will commence April 15, 2002, through April 15, 2007.  Upon agreement by the State and the Contractor, the Contract may be extended for up to 2 (two) additional years.  Contractor performance, quality of products, price, Contractor’s ability to deliver on time, and the Contractor offering to the State and the State enacting viable options that result in annual savings to the State of 3% of its annual office supply costs are some of the things that will be used as a basis for any decision by Acquisition Services to extend the Contract.

Annual office supply costs are total purchases of contract and non-contract items by all State agencies from the Contract and the Contractor’s standard office supply catalog during a twelve (12) month period.  Viable options may include, but are not limited to, new methods for delivery and/or ordering, revised packaging, and alternate approved brands.  The Contractor shall annually offer their recommendations for savings in the next Contract year 60 days prior to the Contract anniversary date.

II-E
ENTIRE AGREEMENT AND ORDER OF PRECEDENCE
The following documents constitute the complete and exclusive agreement between the parties.  The following order of precedence shall apply (in descending order):

A.
Any contract resulting from the State’s ITB #071I2000064.
B.
Any addenda to that ITB.

C.
The Contractor’s response to that ITB.

The State of Michigan shall not be bound by any part(s) of the Contractor's response to the ITB that contains information, options, conditions, terms, or prices neither requested nor required in the ITB.  In the event of any conflicts between the specifications, terms and conditions indicated by the State and those indicated by the Contractor, those of the State take precedence.  The Contract supersedes all proposals or other prior agreements, oral or written, and all other communications between the parties relating to this subject.

II-F
NO WAIVER OF DEFAULT
The failure of a party to insist upon strict adherence to any term of the Contract shall not be considered a waiver or deprive the party of the right thereafter to insist upon strict adherence to that term or any other term of the Contract.

II-G
REVISIONS, CONSENTS, AND APPROVALS
The Contract may not be modified, amended, extended, or augmented except by a writing executed by the parties hereto, and any breach or default by a party shall not be waived or released other than in writing signed by the other party.

II-H
SEVERABILITY
Each provision of the Contract shall be deemed to be severable from all other provisions of the Contract and, if one or more of the provisions of the Contract shall be declared invalid, the remaining provisions of the Contract shall remain in full force and effect.

II-I
SURVIVOR
Any provisions of the Contract that impose continuing obligations on the parties including, but not limited to the Contractor’s indemnity and other obligations shall survive the expiration or cancellation of the Contract for any reason.

II-J
GOVERNING LAW
The Contract shall in all respects be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of Michigan.  Any dispute arising herein shall be resolved in the State of Michigan.

II-K
RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES (INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR)
The relationship between the State and the Contractor is that of client and independent Contractor.  No agent, employee, or servant of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors shall be or shall be deemed to be an employee, agent, or servant of the State for any reason.  The Contractor will be solely and entirely responsible for its acts and the acts of its agents, employees, servants and subcontractors during the performance of this Contract.

II-L
HEADINGS

Captions and headings used in the Contract are for information and organization purposes.  Captions and headings, including inaccurate references, do not, in any way, define or limit the requirements or terms and conditions of this Contract.

II-M
INCURRING COSTS
The State of Michigan is not liable for any cost incurred by the Contractor prior to signing of the Contract.  The State fiscal year is October 1st through September 30th.  The Contractor should realize that payments in any given fiscal year are contingent upon enactment of legislative appropriations.  Total liability of the State is limited to terms and conditions of the Contract.

II-N
NEWS RELEASES
News releases (including promotional literature and commercial advertisements) pertaining to the Contract or project to which it relates shall not be made without prior written State approval, and then only in accordance with the explicit written instructions from the State.  No results of the activities associated with the Contract are to be released without prior written approval of the State and then only to persons designated.

II-O
CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES
The Contractor will be required to assume responsibility for all contractual activities, whether or not that Contractor performs them.  Further, the State will consider the prime Contractor to be the sole point of contact with regard to contractual matters, including payment of any and all charges resulting from the anticipated Contract.  If any part of the work is to be subcontracted, the Contract must include a list of subcontractors, including firm name and address, contact person and a complete description of work to be subcontracted.  The State reserves the right to approve subcontractors and to require the primary Contractor to replace subcontractors found to be unacceptable.  The Contractor is totally responsible for adherence by the subcontractor to all provisions of the Contract.  Any change in subcontractors must be approved by the State, in writing, prior to such change.

II-P
PERFORMANCE REVIEWS
Acquisition Services may review with the Contractor their performance under the Contract.  Performance reviews shall be conducted quarterly, semi-annually or annually depending on Contractor’s past performance with the State.  Performance reviews shall include, but not limited to, quality of products being delivered, timeliness of delivery, percentage of completion of orders, the amount of back orders, status of such orders, accuracy of billings, customer service, completion and submission of required paperwork, the number of substitutions and the reasons for substitutions, and other requirements of the Contract.

Upon a finding of poor performance, which has been documented by Acquisition Services, the Contractor shall be given an opportunity to respond and take corrective action.  If corrective action is not taken in a reasonable amount of time as determined by Acquisition Services, the Contract may be canceled for default.  Acquisition Services reserves the right to cancel the Contract immediately at any time for default, if the Office documents that unsafe and/or adulterated or off-condition products are being delivered to any State agency by the Contractor.

II-Q
PROHIBITED PRODUCTS
The State will not accept salvage, distressed, outdated or discontinued merchandise.  Shipping of such merchandise to any State agency, as a result of an order placed against the Contract, shall be considered default by the Contractor of the terms and conditions of the Contract and may result in cancellation of the Contract by the State.  The brand and product number offered for all items shall remain consistent for the term of the Contract, unless Acquisition Services has approved a change.

II-R
AUDIT OF CONTRACT COMPLIANCE

The Contractor agrees that the State may, upon 24-hour notice, perform an audit at Contractor’s location(s) to determine if the Contractor is complying with the requirements of the Contract.  The Contractor agrees to cooperate with the State during the audit and produce all records and documentation that verifies compliance with the Contract requirements.

II-S
SAFETY AND ACCIDENT PREVENTION
In performing work under this Contract on State premises, the Contractor shall conform to any specific safety requirements contained in the Contract or as required by law or regulation.  The Contractor shall take any additional precautions as the State may reasonably require for safety and accident prevention purposes.  Any violation of such safety requirements, rules, laws or regulations shall be a material breach of the Contract and shall be grounds for cancellation of the Contract in accordance with the Cancellation provisions contained herein.

II-T
ASSIGNMENT
The Contractor shall not have the right to assign the Contract or to assign or delegate any of its duties or obligations under the Contract to any other party (whether by operation of law or otherwise), without the prior written consent of the State.  Any purported assignment in violation of this Section shall be null and void.  Further, the Contractor may not assign the right to receive money due under the Contract without the prior written consent of the State Acquisition Services Director.

II-U
DELEGATION

The Contractor shall not delegate any duties or obligations under the Contract to a subcontractor other than a subcontractor named and approved in the Contract unless the State Acquisition Services Director has given written consent to the delegation.

II-V
DISCLOSURE
All information in a bidder’s proposal and the Contract is subject to the provisions of the Freedom of Information Act.  1976 Public Act No. 442, as amended, MCL 15.231, et seq.

II-W
TAXES
A.
Sales Tax: For purchases made directly by the State of Michigan, the State is exempt from State and Local Sales Tax.  Prices shall not include such taxes.  Exemption Certificates for State Sales Tax will be furnished upon request.

B. Federal Excise Tax: The State of Michigan may be exempt for Federal Excise Tax, or such taxes may be reimbursable, if articles purchased under this Contract are used for the State’s exclusive use.  Certificates exclusive use for the purposes of substantiating a tax-free, or tax-reimbursable sale will be sent to the Contractor upon request.  If a sale is tax exempt or tax reimbursable under the Internal Revenue Code, prices shall not include the Federal Excise Tax.

C. Contractors are expected to collect and pay all applicable federal, state, and local employment taxes for all persons involved in the resulting Contract.  Also, bidders shall maintain appropriate payroll information on a system that can produce any reports that may be needed by Acquisition Services.

II-X
PRICE

Prices quoted for Contract items (specially-priced catalog) are the maximum for a period of 180 days from the date the Contract becomes effective.

Prices are subject to change at the end of each 180-day period.  Such changes shall be based on changes in actual costs incurred.  Documentation of such changes must be provided with the request for price change in order to substantiate any requested change.  Acquisition Services reserves the right to consider various pertinent information sources to evaluate price increase requests (such as the CPI and PPI, US City Average, as published by the US Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics).  Acquisition Services also reserves the right to consider other information related to special economic and/or industry circumstances, when evaluating a price change request.  Changes may be either increases or decreases, and may be requested by either party.  Approved changes shall be firm for the remainder of the contract period unless further revised at the end of the next 180-day period.

Requests for price changes shall be RECEIVED IN WRITING AT LEAST THIRTY (30) DAYS PRIOR TO THEIR EFFECTIVE DATE and are subject to written acceptance before becoming effective.  In the event new prices are not acceptable, the CONTRACT may be cancelled.  The continued payment of any charges due after September 30th of any fiscal year will be subject to the availability of an appropriation for this purpose.

II-Y
ADDITIONAL PRODUCTS AND SERVICES
The State reserves the right to add an item(s) that is not described in the specially-priced catalog and is available from the Contractor.  The item(s) may be included on the Contract only if prior written approval has been granted by Acquisition Services. 

II-Z
RECYCLED CONTAINERS
