THE SPENT FUEL CONTROVERSY

Once atomic fuel has been used for energy purposes, the remaining byproduct is
called “spent fuel.”  This highly radioactive and dangerous material presents a
significant danger to those nations that have it, and its disposal is a major con-
cern.

To generate revenue for itself, Russia has volunteered to receive spent fuel for a
price of $20 billion dollars.  The Russian Ministry of Atomic Energy, also known
as Minatom, wants spent fuel from around the world to be shipped to remote
regions in Siberia and stored for at least 40 years.  Russia has agreed that it will
never return spent fuel to its nation of origin.

The United States, a considerable producer of spent fuel, opposes Minatom on the
basis that plutonium can be derived from spent fuel.  Plutonium can be used in
nuclear weapons.  Environmentalists also oppose Minatom, claiming that spent fuel
storage could cause health problems and birth defects for Russians, and potentially
others, if spent fuel reaches the Arctic Ocean.

MARSHALL PLAN

In the period immediately following World War II, Europe was ravaged by
destruction and hunger.  This left the continent vulnerable to exploitation by an
internal and external communist threat.  In a June 5, 1947, speech to the gradu-
ating class at Harvard University, Secretary of State George C. Marshall issued a
call for a comprehensive program to rebuild Europe.

Fanned by the fear of a communist expansion, in March 1948 Congress passed
the Economic Cooperation Act and approved funding that would eventually rise
to over $12 billion for the rebuilding of Western Europe.  The Marshall Plan has
been recognized as a great humanitarian effort, and Marshall became the only
general ever to receive a Nobel prize for peace.
