90% for enrollment of eligible participants; and 

10% for achieving specified performance objectives.

In order to accurately report the total full-time equated (FTE) count for participants achieving performance objectives for this program year, the 2005-06 Section 107 Performance Objectives form (AE-4859) must be completed and the signed original returned to the address listed at the top of the form by September 22, 2006.  

Head Count and FTE information is required for those enrolled, in addition to those who met the performance criteria.  Head Count date should be consistent with data entered into MAERS, and FTE data should be consistent with data entered into SRSD.

An analysis of the data in Single Record Student Database (SRSD) and the AE-4859 will be completed and adjustments will be made to the FTEs reported as needed.
