Changes in the line item budget will be allowed only upon prior review and written approval by the Grant Administrator in the DLEG Office of Adult Education.

The Grantee shall retain all financial records, supporting documents, statistical records, and all other pertinent records for a period of three (3) years after final payment is made to the Grantee.

To the extent that it can be determined that interest was earned on advances of Grantor funds, such interest shall be remitted to the Grantor agency. Any claim, demand, action, citation, or legal proceeding against the State, its employees and agents arising out of or resulting from the death or bodily injury of any person, or the damage, loss, or destruction of any real or tangible personal property, in connection with the performance of services by the Grantee, by any of its subcontractors, by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable; provided, however, that this indemnification obligation shall not apply to the extent, if any, that such death, bodily injury, or property damage is caused solely by the negligence or reckless or intentional wrongful conduct of the State;

Any claim, demand, action, citation, or legal proceeding against the State, its employees and agents which results from an act or omission of the Grantee or any of its subcontractors in its or their capacity as an employer of a person;

In addition, should the equipment, software, commodity, or service, or the operation thereof, become or in the Grantee’s opinion be likely to become the subject of a claim of infringement, the Grantee shall at the Grantee’s sole expense (i) procure for the State the right to continue using the equipment, software, commodity, or service or, if such option is not reasonably available to the Grantee, (ii) replace or modify the same with equipment, software, commodity, or service of equivalent function and performance so that it becomes non-infringing, or, if such option is not reasonably available to the Grantee, (iii) accept its return by the State with appropriate credits to the State against the Grantee’s charges and reimburse the State for any losses or costs incurred as a consequence of the State ceasing its use and returning it. liability to the State, its department, agencies, and employees by giving the Grantee written notice of such cancellation 30 days prior to the date of cancellation. 
C. Failure of the Legislature or the Federal Government to Provide the Necessary Funding: In the event that the Legislature or the federal government fails to provide or terminates the funding necessary for this grant, the State may cancel the grant by providing written notice to the Grantee 30 days prior to the date of cancellation provided, however, that in the event the action of the Legislature or federal government results in an immediate absence or termination of funding, cancellation may be made effective immediately upon delivery of written notification to the Grantee.
