The Recertification Subcommittee met at 9:00 AM to review the compliance questionnaires. A letter and questionnaire were mailed to county 9-1-1 coordinators and commissioners on June 21.  The counties were asked if they were Phase 1 and Phase II compliant. They were also asked to list their wireless carriers, the date Phase I & II was requested, date delivered, and if not delivered, the projected date.  The questionnaire was to be returned July 23.  

Chairman Charon called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.  Sixty-five counties returned the questionnaire. Of those reviewed, all but one is Phase I complaint because they do not have equipment to receive wireless 9-1-1 calls. 

The subcommittee members will contact the counties that have not responded to encourage them to submit their questionnaire by August 13. Another meeting will be scheduled to review the remaining questionnaires. 

The current mail list used will be reviewed to verify the accuracy of the names and addresses.   

Sheriff Gribler will contact one county for clarification on the wireless carriers submitted. 

Those not compliant will be sent a letter to remind them that disbursements received can only be spent on becoming compliant.  A draft letter will be available at the next meeting. 

Compliance review was discussed.   The subcommittee will determine which counties will be selected to be reviewed, either randomly or “for cause”, at the next meeting.   

The next meeting will be August 26, 2004, at 9:00 am, at MSP Headquarters in Lansing.
