CONTRACTUAL SERVICES TERMS AND CONDITIONS

I-A
PURPOSE


The purpose of this contract is to provide janitorial and industrial supplies which includes “just in time” distribution to all State Agencies for a period of three (3) years.


The contract is to be utilized statewide by all State departments and agencies.

I-B
ISSUING OFFICE

TERM OF CONTRACT

The term of the contract will be for a three-year period and will commence July 15, 1999 to July 15, 2002.  This term includes the first six (6) months as a pilot program.  At the conclusion of the first six (6) months, the State will conduct a review and determine the viability of the program.  If the program is determined in sole discretion of the State not to be feasible for whatever reason, the contract shall be canceled without further liability to the State, pursuant to Section I-N herein.  


By mutual agreement of the parties, the contract may be extended for up to two (2) one-year periods, if the contractor meets all the terms and conditions of the contract and the conditions outlined in Section II-BB of this document.

COST LIABILITY

The State of Michigan assumes no responsibility or liability for costs incurred by the Contractor prior to the signing of any contract.  The state fiscal year is October 1 through September 30. The Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the State, its departments, division, agencies, sections, commissions, officers, employees and agents from and against all loses, liabilities, penalties, fines, damages (including taxes), and all related costs and expenses (including reasonable attorney’s fees and disbursements, costs of investigation, litigation, settlement, judgments, interest and penalties) incurred in connection with any action or proceeding threatened or brought against the State to the extent that such action or proceeding is based on a claim that any piece of equipment, software, commodity or service supplied by the Contractor or its subcontractors, or the operation of such equipment, software, commodity or service, or the use or reproduction of any documentation provided with such equipment, software, commodity or service infringes any United States or foreign patent, copyright, trade secret or other proprietary right of any person or entity, which right is enforceable under the laws of the United States.  In addition, should the equipment, software, commodity, or service, or the operation thereof, become or in the Contractor’s sole expense (i) procure for the State the right to continue using the equipment, software, commodity or service or, if such option is not reasonably available to the Contractor, (ii) replace or modify the same with equipment, software, commodity or service of equivalent function and performance so that it becomes non-infringing, or, if such option is not reasonably available to Contractor, (iii) accept its return by the State with appropriate credits to the State against the Contractor’s charges and reimburse the State for any losses or costs incurred as a consequence of the State ceasing its use and returning it.

The Contractor warrants that all software for which the Contractor either sells or licenses to the State of Michigan and used by the State prior to, during, or after the calendar year 2000, includes or shall include, at no added cost to the State, design and performance so the State shall not experience software abnormality and/or the generation of incorrect results from the software, due to date oriented processing, in the operation of the business of the State of Michigan.

CANCELLATION

(a)  The State may cancel the contract for default of the Contractor.  Default is defined as the failure of the Contractor to fulfill the obligations of the quotation or contract.  In case of default by the Contractor, the State may immediately and/or upon 30 days prior written notice to the Contractor cancel the contract without further liability to the State, its departments, divisions, agencies, sections, commissions, officers, agents and employees, and procure the services from other sources, and hold the Contractor responsible for any excess costs occasioned thereby.


(b)  The State may cancel the contract in the event the State no longer needs the services or products specified in the contract, or in the event program changes, changes in laws, rules or regulations, relocation of offices occur, or the State determines that statewide implementation of the contract is not feasible, or if prices for additional services requested by the State are not acceptable to the State.  The State may cancel the contract without further liability to the State, its departments, divisions, agencies, sections, commissions, officers, agents and employees by giving the Contractor written notice of such cancellation 30 days prior to the date of cancellation.


(c)  The State may cancel the contract for lack of funding. The Contractor shall not have the right to assign this contract or to assign or delegate any of its duties or obligations under this contract to any other party (whether by operation of law or otherwise), without the prior written consent of the State.  Any purported assignment in violation of this Section shall be null and void.  Further, the Contractor may not assign the right to receive money due under the contract without the prior written consent of the State Purchasing Director.

DELEGATION

The Contractor shall not delegate any duties or obligations under this contract to a subcontractor other than a subcontractor named in the bid unless the State Purchasing Director has given written consent to the delegation.

NON-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE

In the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment, with respect to their hire, tenure, terms, conditions or privileges of employment, or any matter directly or indirectly related to employment, because of race, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, age, sex, height, weight, marital status, physical or mental disability unrelated to the individual’s ability to perform the duties of the particular job or position.  The contractor further agrees that every subcontract entered into for the performance of this contract will contain a provision requiring non-discrimination in employment, as herein specified, binding upon each subcontractor.  This covenant is required pursuant to the Elliot Larsen Civil Rights Act, 1976 Public Act 453, as amended, MCL 37.2201, et seq, and the Persons with Disabilities Civil Rights Act, 1976 Public Act 220, as amended, MCL 37.1101, et seq, and any breach thereof may be regarded as a material breach of the contract.

MODIFICATION OF SERVICE

The Director of Purchasing reserves the right to modify this service during the course of this contract.  Such modification may include adding or deleting tasks which this service shall encompass and/or any other modifications deemed necessary.  Any changes in pricing proposed by the Contractor resulting from the requested changes are subject to acceptance by the State.  Changes may be increases or decreases.


IN THE EVENT PRICES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE TO THE STATE, THE CONTRACT SHALL BE SUBJECT TO COMPETITIVE BIDDING BASED UPON THE NEW SPECIFICATIONS.

ACCEPTANCE OF PROPOSAL CONTENT

The contents of this document and the vendor's proposal will become contractual obligations, if a contract ensues.  Failure of the successful bidder to accept these obligations may result in cancellation of the award.


The State further reserves the right to interview the key personnel assigned by the successful bidder to this project and to recommend reassignment of personnel deemed unsatisfactory by the State.  The State reserves the right to approve subcontractors for this project and to require primary Contractors to replace subcontractors who are found to be unacceptable.

The failure of a party to insist upon strict adherence to any term of the contract shall not be considered a waiver or deprive the party of the right thereafter to insist upon strict adherence to that term, or any other term, of the contract.


The contract may not be modified, amended, extended, or augmented, except by a writing executed by the parties hereto, and any breach or default by a party shall not be waived or released other than in writing signed by the other party.


Each provision of this contract shall be deemed to be severable from all other provisions of the contract and, if one or more of the provisions of the contract shall be declared invalid, the remaining provisions of the contract shall remain in full force and effect.


In the event of any conflicts between the specifications, terms, and conditions indicated by the State and those indicated by the Contractor, those of the State take precedence.  This contract shall in all respects be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of the State of Michigan.

REQUIREMENTS OF THE STATE’S JANITORIAL AND INDUSTRIAL SUPPLIES PROGRAM

II-A
GOALS OF THE STATE’S NEW JANITORIAL AND INDUSTRIAL SUPPLIES PROGRAM

To consolidate all of the State’s janitorial and industrial product needs with one prime vendor thereby reducing the State’s costs in processing orders and payments.


To obtain, with the assistance of the prime vendor, standard discounted pricing from manufacturers.


To have access, through the prime vendor, to a wide range of acceptable products which meet the needs of the state agencies.


To provide a flexible distribution program which can meet the particular needs of each state agencies.


To provide timely delivery of products needed to state agencies thereby reducing the need for agencies to stockpile items, thus minimizing the State’s costs associated with excess inventory.


To systematically track the ordering of janitorial and industrial supplies and to provide the State with usage reports.


To provide a uniform discount to all State agencies for all items needed by the State and to obtain price analysis and monthly cost comparison reports from the prime vendor.


To burn off existing janitorial and industrial supplies inventory, with the assistance of the prime vendor.

II-B
DEFINITIONS

The following definitions apply to this contract:


State Agency (Agency):  an organizational subunit of a Department.


Contract items:  items listed on Item Listings, in catalog(s), and items added to the contract during the period covered by the contract.


Non-Contract items:  items in catalog or item listing which are not included in the contract.


Department:  One of twenty-one executive branch administrative units.


Fill Rate:  The number of the correct items shipped in the correct quantities on the first shipment measured against the total items and quantities ordered.  Substitute items will be considered as filled if the substitute product has been pre-approved by the Office of Purchasing.

II-C
SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS/SPECIFICATIONS/TASKS

During the contract period, the contractor shall furnish and deliver all janitorial and industrial supplies, as indicated in the contractor’s supply catalog or product listings, as shown in the invitation to bid (ITB), as well as products not included but as may be required by the State agencies.


Any quantities indicated are estimates, and may not represent the actual quantities or items required during the life of any contract made pursuant to these specifications.  The State is not required to order in these quantities or any other quantities. 


The contractor shall maintain, or have access to, all janitorial and industrial supplies furnished under the contract, and be capable of providing and delivering the required supplies as needed by the State agencies during the contract period.


The major responsibilities and tasks involved in this program are indicated in Sections II-A through II-HH.  The contractor is not, however, constrained from supplementing this listing with additional steps, sub tasks, or elements deemed necessary for delivery of quality janitorial and industrial supplies.

DELIVERY

Each agency may have specific needs as to the method of delivery, size of delivery vehicle and security concerns.  Some agencies are located in mutli-agency office buildings and the contractor must be prepared to make inside deliveries directly to the ordering agencies at no additional charge.  The Contractor must be flexible in order to satisfy these special requirements.  Some agencies may establish regular delivery schedules.  These may be twice per week, biweekly or monthly depending on the needs of the agency.

F.O.B. POINT

Prices are "F.O.B. Delivered" with transportation charges prepaid on all orders of $50.00 or more for the lower peninsula (L.P.) and upper peninsula (U.P.).

For orders under the $50.00 minimum order requirement, F.O.B. shall be “Shipping Point” and the agency will be responsible for all shipping charges, handling fees, etc.


Responsibility and liability for loss or damage shall remain with the Contractor until final inspection and acceptance, at which time the responsibility shall pass to the State agency.

II-G
SUBSTITUTIONS

It is the Contractor’s responsibility to notify the agency in advance of delivery of any shortage of product.  Confirmations of substitutions must be faxed to the ordering agency within 2 hours after a substitution has been agreed upon by the State agency.

II-H
ORDERING

The Contractor will work with the Contract Administrator to determine the best ordering method for the agency.  Where ordering is to be done by fax or through the mail, the Contractor will provide a customized ordering form.  Contractor will provide at no charge to State agencies any data communication system recommended for purposes of order entry and information pricing and availability.  The Contract Administrator in consultation with the Contractor will select State agencies who would benefit from use of this system.


The Contractor shall have the capacity to receive orders electronically, by phone, facsimile, and by written order.  Confirmation of agency’s order shall be faxed or electronically sent to the agency within 2 hours of receipt of order by the Contractor.  Items shall be available in less than case lots in order to meet the individual needs of each agency.


The Contractor shall provide a statewide toll-free phone number for phone orders.  Contractor shall have internal controls, approved by the Office of Purchasing, to insure that orders are placed by authorized individuals with the State.  The Contractor shall verify orders which have quantities that appear to be abnormal or excessive.


At the request of the Office of Purchasing, the Contractor shall have the ability to block certain Non-Contract items from being ordered.  General exclusions include disposal paper products, polyliners, janitorial equipment, communications equipment, commercial/industrial sweepers, vacuums, wet/dry vacs, gasoline sweepers, automatic floor scrubbers, burnishers, buffers, storage equipment, power washers, etc. and any other items which are available from other State contracts.  Items to be blocked will be identified by the Office of Purchasing and therefore will not be part of the Janitorial and Industrial Supplies Program and therefore not available through this contract.

CATALOG/PRODUCT LISTINGS

The Contractor shall provide at no charge printed list price catalogs (a packet including various manufacturers product and price lists may be acceptable in lieu of an all inclusive pre-printed product and price list from the bidder) and description of all products with discounted pricing for the State of Michigan to all State agencies without limitation as to quantity.  This catalog or listing shall contain all information necessary for an agency to place an order with the Contractor or returning items to the Contractor.  This listing shall be updated as needed and any distributions, additions or deletions of items, supplement and any accompanying correspondence and price revisions must be approved by the Office of Purchasing prior to its mailing by the contractor to the State agencies.  The contractor shall have the capability to offer the catalog or listing in both text and image format on disk and/or CD ROM.  Updates/supplements to the catalog or listing must be issued when changes occur.  The contractor must be willing and have the capacity to work with third party providers of Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) services which have been chosen by the State.  Contractor must be willing, at no additional charge to the State or to the EDI provider, to transmit text and image catalog information to State’s provider of EDI services.


The contractor shall maintain a list of active State customers to whom the contractor will send all catalogs and updates/supplements.  Any distributions, additions or deletions of items and price revisions must be approved by the Office of Purchasing and the Office of Purchasing must approve the updates/supplement and any accompanying correspondence prior to its mailing by the contractor to State customers.


The selling of the mail lists containing the names of State customers is absolutely prohibited.  Mailing of promotional materials may only be permitted with the prior approval of the Contract Administrator.

PRODUCT EVALUATION

The State will annually review products for acceptability and reserves the right to add and remove products available to State agencies through the Contractor.  The State will review new products as the need arises and reserves the right to add new products to the contract. The Contractor shall send all product notices, as well as notices of any other changes affecting its distribution services and notices of new distribution services, to the Contract Administrator.

The Contractor shall be responsible for negotiating discounts off list prices directly with manufacturers for the State of Michigan.  The same percentage of discount offered to the State must apply to all items and products in the list price catalog consistent with each category, as indicated in Section II-Y Price Proposal.  These discounts must be acceptable to the State.  The inability of the Contractor to negotiate discounts acceptable to the State may result in finding the Contractor in default thereby causing the State to cancel the Contract.  Upon cancellation for default, the State reserves the right to begin negotiation with another bidder to enter a Contract for all of the State’s janitorial and industrial product needs.


The Contractor will keep the Contract Administrator informed of products being ordered by State agencies for which there are no price agreements.  The State of Michigan reserves the right to negotiate Pricing Agreements directly with manufacturers, to join a buying group and use the product Pricing Agreement negotiated by the buying group or use a Pricing Agreement negotiated by a third party.


The Contractor shall pass on to State agencies all price discounts and reductions which the Contractor is entitled to receive from the manufacturers and suppliers under a Pricing Agreement.  These discounts and reductions shall include, without limitation, free goods, rebates, quarterly and other discounts, early payment discounts, special manufacturer deal prices and truckload shipment discounts.

II-L
RETURNS AND OVERSTOCK ITEMS

In addition to returning rejected products, State agencies may, unless prohibited by law, return products ordered from the Contractor under the following circumstances:  (1) the product is a stock product or committed product and is no longer needed by the State agency due to deletion from its standard supply list, or changes in usage patterns, provided the product is returned at least 6 months prior to its expiration date, is in its original packaging and is in salable condition or (2) The product is one which a product manufacturer or supplier authorized for return through the Contractor.  The State agency shall bear the cost of shipment to the Contractor and the State agency bears the risk of loss or damage to the product until it is received by the Contractor.


Products returned within twelve (12) months of purchase will be credited at the purchase price assuming the merchandise is resalable.  Resalability of merchandise shall be determined by Contractor.  Non-resalable and special order products will be returnable for credit subject to the terms of the manufacturer.


The contractor shall fully credit State agencies for all items (Contract and non-contract) returned within 30 calendar days of receipt if products are in original container, unused and in resalable condition.  All credits shall be made to the Account Codes used to purchase the returned items.  If the order had multiple Account Codes, the Agency shall instruct the contractor to which code or codes the credit shall be assigned and in what percentage amounts.

II-M
FREIGHT DAMAGED, ERROR IN SHIPMENT, AND DEFECTIVE ITEMS, INSPECTION OF PRODUCT

Contractor shall pay and arrange for all shipping and handling charges for items (Contract and Non contract) returned because of freight damage, error in shipment, or because the item is defective.  Products will be inspected by the ordering agency within 30 days of delivery.  Products will not be accepted if the product is defective, damaged, or outdated, if the product has been recalled, if the product was shipped in error, if the product is an unauthorized substitute product or if the product does not conform to this agreement or to the purchasing agreement under which it is available to state agencies.  Rejected products must be picked up by the Contractor within 10 days of being notified of the rejection by the agency.  Contractor shall bear the risk of loss or damage to the product after the time the product leaves the physical possession of the state agency.  Rejected products must be exchanged or credited by the Contractor.  State agencies shall be credited the full amount of all items returned because of freight damage, error in shipment or defect in the items.  All credits shall be made to the Account Codes used to purchase the returned items.  If the order had multiple Account Codes, the Agency shall instruct the contractor to which code or codes the credit shall be assigned and in what percentage amounts.

II-N
FILL RATES

The contractor shall maintain a monthly statewide average Fill Rate of 96%.  Items that are reordered, back-ordered, or partially filled are not considered filled items when calculating this service level.  Orders not filled and partials shall be indicated on the packing slip.   A line on an order will be considered filled if the correct item is shipped and the quantity ordered equals the quantity shipped.  If the quantity shipped is less than the quantity ordered the item will not be considered filled.  Substitute items will be considered filled if the substitute is preapproved by the ordering agency.  The packing slip shall indicate the availability date of non-filled and partial orders.  The minimum acceptable fill rate is 96%.  A product on manufacturer’s backorder to the Contractor shall be exempt from the fill rate requirement.  


Should the contractor fail to meet the agreed-upon delivery schedule, thereby making it necessary for an Agency to purchase urgently needed items from another source, the contractor upon notice from the contractor administrator shall be required to pay the difference between the contract price and the agency’s purchase price.

If the Fill Rate falls below 92% for one month and the contractor fails to provide an explanation for the reduction which is satisfactory to the State in its sole discretion, the State may cancel the contract with a 30 day written notice to the contractor pursuant to Section I-N CANCELLATION PARAGRAPH (a) herein, default of the contractor.  If the fill rate falls below 96% for three consecutive months and the contractor fails to provide an explanation for the reduction which is satisfactory to the State in its sole discretion, the State may cancel the contract with a 30 day written notice to the contractor pursuant to Section I-N (a) herein, default of the contractor.

II-O
BEST CUSTOMER

The vendor represents that all prices, terms, and benefits offered by the contractor in the Technical Proposal are equal to or better than the equivalent prices, terms and benefits being offered by the contractor to any other state, local government unit, or commercial customer within the State.


Should the contractor, during the term of the contract with the State, enter into any contract, agreement or arrangement that provides lower prices, more favorable terms or greater benefits to any other government unit or commercial customer, the contract with the State shall be deemed amended to provide the same price or prices, terms or benefits to the State.  This provision applies to comparable products, supplies and services, and to purchase volumes by the State that are not less than the purchase volumes of the government unit or commercial customer that has received the lower prices, greater benefits or more favorable terms.


Donations of products, supplies or services to charitable, nonprofit or government entities, if the donations are recognized as such and are deductible under the federal Internal Revenue Code, shall not be considered contracts, agreements, sales or arrangements with other government units or commercial customers that call for the application of this provision.

II-P
CUSTOMER SERVICE

The Contractor shall have an accessible customer service department with an individual specifically assigned to State of Michigan accounts.  See below


The Contractor shall have experienced sales representatives make timely personal visits to each State account.  Contact shall be in person and a minimum of one visit per year at the option of each agency.  The Contractor’s customer service must respond to a State agency inquiries within one business day of receipt of contact.  The contractor shall provide a statewide toll-free number for customer service calls.  See below

II-Q
BILLINGS

Contractor must have the capability to bill monthly by hard copy and/or electronically and is responsible for developing the electronic billing interface in accordance with the requirements provided by the State.  Contractor must be able to bill each Agency by Account Codes as well as bill centrally to each Department by Agency and further by Agency Account Codes depending on the needs of each Department.


All billings to State agencies shall be accurate and include the following information:

Agency purchase order number



State accounting information



Stock number and brief description of each item



Quantity issued of each item

II-R
TRAINING AND CONTINUING EDUCATION

The Contractor and the Office of Purchasing shall provide initial training to individual agencies on aspects of the ordering, shipping, billing, and receiving necessary to utilize the contractor’s system as well as training regarding the contractual obligations of both parties.  At the request of the Contract Administrator, the contractor shall, through manufacturer’s representatives, provide in-service training to agency personnel on products and product safety issues.  The contractor shall also provide agency training jointly with the State as needed during the period covered by the contract at no additional charge.


The Contractor shall provide an annual show of products supplied from various manufacturers. Such show shall be open to all agencies but does not need to be exclusively for state agencies.  Representatives of each manufacturer shall be available at the show to provide product demonstrations if feasible, answer questions and provide written materials describing their various products and the usage of such products.

II-S
REPORTS

AT A MINIMUM, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT THE FOLLOWING REPORTS TO THE CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR:


TO BE SUBMITTED QUARTERLY, BY THE 15TH DAY OF THE MONTH FOLLOWING THE REPORTING PERIOD:


a.
Usage reports by Agency and statewide, indicating the numbers each Contract Item and Non contract Item sold.  The report shall include item description, item number, pack, quantity purchased, date of last purchase and total dollar purchased.


b.
Delivery compliance information by Agency and statewide quantifying the degree to which the Contractor has met the contract delivery requirements.


c.
Fill rate information for Contract and Non contract statewide and by agency, which shall include the number of orders received, orders processed, back orders, partially filled orders and reorders.  Also included shall be a list of products that have been on manufacturer backorder during the quarter and a list of product that are currently on manufacturer backorder.  The name of the manufacturer shall be listed with each product.


d.
A list of items which should be placed on the contract and a list of items which should be removed from the contract and the anticipated cost savings associated with these actions.


e.
Viable methods by which the state can save on the total janitorial/industrial supplies expenses during the next year covered by the contract.  To be submitted annually 60 days prior to the contract anniversary date.  See Section II-B.


WITHIN 30 DAYS OF THE END OF EACH YEAR OF CONTRACT, THE FOLLOWING:


a.
Itemized report of all items purchased by each agency for the previous year.  Report shall include item description, item number, pack, quantity purchased and total dollar purchased.


b.
Itemized report of all items purchased by all agencies for the previous year.  Report shall include item description, item number, pack, quantity purchased and total dollar purchased.


CONTRACTOR SHALL SUBMIT THE FOLLOWING REPORTS AT THE REQUEST OF THE CONTRACT ADMINISTRATOR:

Itemized report of all items purchased by all agencies for which there is no negotiated pricing discounts or pricing agreements.

Products purchased by manufacturer by agency and statewide.

Custom reports that the Contract Administrator may request from time to time.


IF REQUESTED BY A STATE AGENCY, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL SEND THE FOLLOWING REPORTS:

· Monthly open invoice report.

· Itemized report of all items purchased by that agency for the previous month or previous quarter.  Report shall include item description, item number, pack, quantity purchased and total purchased amount.

· A year end itemized report of all items purchased by that agency for the previous year.  Report to include item description, item number, pack, quantity purchased and total purchased amount.


The Contractor is responsible for informing each agency of the management reports that are available.

II-T
RECYCLING AND RECYCLED CONTAINERS

The Contractor shall provide to the Office of Purchasing the availability of items containing recycled materials and chemicals that are environmental friendly.


Contractors are encouraged to offer products packaged in containers using recovered materials suitable for the intended use.  “Recovered material” is defined as post-consumer waste (any products generated by a business or consumer which have served their intended end use, and which have been separated or diverted from solid waste for the purpose of collection, recycling, and disposition).

II-U
ADDITIONAL PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

The State reserves the right to order janitorial and industrial supply products from any existing State contracts during the course of this contract until such time as the existing State contracts expire, are modified or canceled.


The Office of Purchasing reserves the right to modify the services provided for in the contract and add or delete products to or from the contract during the course of this contract.  Such modification may include adding or deleting tasks which this service shall encompass and/or any other modifications deemed necessary.  Any changes in pricing proposed by the contractor resulting from the requested changes are subject to acceptance by the State.  Changes may be increases or decreases.


IN THE EVENT PRICES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE TO THE STATE IN ITS SOLE DISCRETION, THE STATE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO CANCEL THE CONTRACT WITHOUT FURTHER LIABILITY TO THE STATE PURSUANT TO SECTION I-R MODIFICATION OF SERVICE HEREIN, WITH A THIRTY (30) DAY WRITTEN NOTICE TO THE CONTRACTOR.

II-V
PALLETIZING

Shipments may be requested as palletized deliveries; and if requested shall conform to the following:



Manufacturer’s standard 4-way shipping pallets are acceptable.



Maximum height:  5’6” (including pallet)



Maximum weight:  3500 pounds (including pallet)



Pallets are to be securely banded or shrink-wrapped

II-W
PRICE PROPOSAL

The Contractor shall provide all items as required by the State agencies in the Lower and Upper Peninsulas at the discount percentage indicated for each item in the category.  The price for each item in a category reflects the same discount off list price.  Discount applies to all pricing options in the catalog regardless of quantity being ordered, (i.e. one (l) each price, five (5) each price, one (1) case price, twelve (12) case price, one (1) gallon price, etc.)  This discount percentage also applies to all other items in the list price catalog consistent with the category.  


Brand or trade names are for identification purposes only, and do not limit the contractor to such brands, provided alternatives offered are equal in quality and function to those specified and the agency has received notification in writing of the alternate product.  The requesting agency must approval any alternate product before the order is processed.


Prices quoted for janitorial and industrial supplies items listed shall include all contractor’s costs including storage, processing, and delivery.  The prices quoted are the maximum for a period of 365 days from the date the contract becomes effective.  Prices may be subject to revision at the end of each 365 day period.  


Revisions shall be based on general industry changes and supported by adequate detail to document same.  Revisions may be either increases or decreases and may be requested by either party.  The prices quoted each 365 day period shall be firm.  Requests for price changes shall be received in writing at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to their effective date, and are subject to written acceptance before becoming effective.  In the event new prices are not acceptable, the contract may be canceled.  The contractor remains responsible for performing according to the contract terms at the contract price for all orders received before price revisions are approved or before the contract is canceled.


The postmark date on the contract release (if the order was mailed or the sending date if the order was faxed or sent electronically) will determine prices to be charged on orders (requesting a single shipment) which may already be in transit to the contractor prior to the new price implementation date.  Orders issued by Agencies requesting multiple deliveries, over a specified period of time, which may overlap two price periods, shall reflect the current price at the time of delivery.

II-X
CONTRACT EXTENSIONS

At the State’s option, upon agreement by the State and the contractor, the contract may be extended for up to two (2) one-year extensions.  Any such extension may be conditioned on the contractor offering to the State viable options that result in annual cost savings to the State.  Annual janitorial/industrial supplies costs are total purchases of Contract Items by all State Agencies from the contract and the contractor’s standard janitorial/industrial supply catalog(s) or manufacturer’s product listings during a twelve (12) month period.  Viable options may include, but are not limited to all of the following:  new methods for delivery and/or ordering, revised packaging, alternate approved products.  The contractor shall annually offer their recommendations for savings in the next contract year 60 days prior to the contract anniversary date.

II-Y
PILOT PROGRAM

The first six (6) months of the contract shall be a pilot program with all State Agencies participating.  If the State elects to continue the program as provided in Section I-D, the contractor shall service all State Agencies at the end of six (6) months pilot program.

II-Z
EVALUATION OF PILOT PROGRAM

The contract shall be continued if at the end of pilot program, the contractor has demonstrated to the satisfaction of the Office of Purchasing that the contractor is able to fulfill all the obligations of the contract or will in the near future be able to fulfill all the obligations of the contract as evaluated based on the following factors.  In addition, the Office of Purchasing shall determine that all of the following factors or conditions have been met during the last two months of the pilot program:


1.
All participating State customers have been supplied with the janitorial and



industrial supplies catalogs or manufacturers product listings as described



in Section II-J and all participating State customers have been 



instructed by the contractor on how to interact with the contractor (place



orders, do returns, etc.)


2.
The fill rate for contract items is at or above 92%.


3.
The contractor has delivered 96% of contract items within the time frames



provided in the contract.


4.
The contractor has responded to 96% of customer service calls within one



business day of receipt of the call.


Within ten (10) business days after the end of the pilot program, the contractor shall provide the Office of Purchasing with all information necessary for the Office of Purchasing to evaluate the success of the pilot program.  This information shall include fill rate by agency and statewide, the name and locations of all state agency customers who have been provided a catalog and have been trained, and details of customer service calls.


The contractor shall continue to provide janitorial/industrial supplies as provided in the contract to all State agencies during the period of time the pilot program is being evaluated by the Office of Purchasing.

II-AA
PERFORMANCE REVIEWS

The Contract Administrator in conjunction with State agencies will review with the Contractor their performance under the Contract.  Performance reviews shall be conducted every 4 months during the first year of the Contract.  Performance reviews may be changed to twice per year in the subsequent years of the Contract, if performance has been good.  Performance reviews shall include timeliness of delivery, fill rates, pricing agreements, customer service, the amount of back orders and the status of such orders, the number of substitutions and the reasons for substitutions, accuracy of billings, 3rd party billing services and any other requirements of the Contract.


Upon a finding by the Contract Administrator of poor performance by the Contractor, the Contractor shall be given an opportunity to respond and take corrective action.  If the problem is not resolved in a reasonable amount of time as determined by the Contract Administrator, the Contract may be canceled for default.

II-BB
NEW SERVICE OPPORTUNITIES

The Contract Administrator and the Contractor shall meet twice during the year to share new service information and technology and to discuss opportunities of mutual interest.  The Contractor will work with the Contract Administrator in developing new services and exploring opportunities of mutual interest.

II-CC
ELECTRONIC TRANSFER OF FUNDS

The Contractor and the State agree that in the event any State agency with the capability for electronic transfer of funds compatible with that of the Contractor chooses to use such payment method, the Contractor’s fees set forth in this Contract shall be reduced by a discount to be mutually agreed upon by the Office of Purchasing and the Contractor.

II-DD
NON-STATE AGENCY REQUIREMENTS


Act Number 431 of the Public Acts of 1984 permits the State of Michigan, Department of Management and Budget, to provide purchasing services to any city, village, county, township, school district, intermediate school district, non-profit hospital, institution of higher education, community, or junior college.  The contractor is required to supply commodities to these authorized local units of government, school districts, etc. as well as the State Departments and Agencies.  A listing of approved program members will be provided upon request.


Inasmuch as these are non-state agencies, all invoices will be submitted to and payment remitted by the local unit of government on a direct and individual basis.  Orders received from non-approved local units of government shall not be considered unless prior approval is granted by the Department of Management and Budget, Office of Purchasing.

II-EE
LEVEL OF PRICING


This contract includes the established discount rate as offered in the vendor’s response to the State’s Invitation to Bid (ITB) and/or as negotiated by the Office of Purchasing.  The vendor proposes a discount rate of 45% off all janitorial and industrial supplies from the vendor’s list price catalog or as indicated in the attached discounted item listings.  Exceptions and items that are not included are disposal paper products, polyliners, janitorial equipment, communications equipment, commercial/industrial sweepers, vacuums, wet/dry vacs, gasoline sweepers, automatic floor scrubbers, burnishers, buffers, storage equipment, power washers, etc. and any other items which are available from other State contracts.  These Items are blocked and therefore will not be a part of the Janitorial and Industrial Supplies Program and therefore not available through this contract.


Additional items may be added at the same discount rate as approved by the Office of Purchasing.  States agencies are required to contact the Office of Purchasing, Contract Administrator regarding any requests for additional items.

II-FF
PAYMENT OF CREDITS 


The contractor agrees to issue credit memos to the State of Michigan agencies based on total dollar volume of purchases for each calendar year beginning January 1, 2000.  The purchase volume totals and percentage of credit are indicated below.  The credit memos will be issued by January 25th of each following calendar year.  The contractor shall issue credit memos to each participating agency or department to be used towards future purchases.
