I. Subcommittee Member Changes

Lt. Col. Peter Munoz called the meeting to order.  He is the new representative to the ETSC for the Department of State Police and as such will chair the CMRS Subcommittee.  Capt. Tom Miller will assist with today’s meeting.

II.
CMRS Definition

This item remains pending until a final decision is rendered in the Barry County lawsuit.  However, the question of an allowable expense will remain an issue once the court decision is made.  This will also be an issue for the Department of Treasury on issuing a check for reimbursement of funds.

III.
Verification of FCC License

At the last meeting, an inquiry was made into the feasibility for staff to verify a CMRS supplier has an FCC license which would be reported back to the subcommittee when invoices are submitted for consideration.  Contact was made with the MSP telecommunication engineers for assistance.  It would be a very labor intensive process, as we do not have suppliers’ identification numbers (different from their Federal identification number).  Could we request the suppliers give us hard copy verification that we could keep on file?  When the license was due to expire, a message could be sent requesting a copy of their renewal.  

The Legislative Action Subcommittee workgroup lead by Ms. Harriett Miller-Brown is looking into something similar to this for the legislative rewrite.  Contact will be made with Ms. Miller-Brown for their findings and report back at the next meeting.

IV. ETSC Resolution Pending From December 4, 2002, ETSC Meeting

This item has been tabled until the next meeting, pending the outcome of the Barry County lawsuit.

V. Review of Pending Invoices from December 4, 2002, ETSC Meeting

A. Voucher 02-0030 and 02-0036.  Information was requested from the supplier on T-1 items listed on the invoices.  The supplier has now supplied that information for review.
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Subcommittee members were provided with copies of the invoices.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the documents.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $123,931.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that these invoices be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Vouchers 02-0030 and 02-0036 in the amount of $123,931.00.
B.
Voucher 02-0039.  A replacement invoice for this voucher and an additional invoice have been received from this supplier and will be considered jointly later in the meeting.

C.
Voucher 02-0040.  The supplier has withdrawn the invoice and asked for it to be returned to them.  It is removed from consideration.

D.
Voucher 02-0041.  The supplier did not have funds available under the Federal identification number given.  After a check with the supplier, staff were advised that no other Federal identification numbers are available for this supplier.  The invoice will be removed from consideration and returned to the supplier.

Voucher 02-0044, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $8,250.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0044 in the amount of $8,250.00.

Voucher 02-0045, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $11,914.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0045 in the amount of $11,914.00.

Voucher 02-0046, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $54,290.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0046 in the amount of $54,290.00.
D.
Voucher 02-0047, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $8,250.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0047 in the amount of $8,250.00.
E. and

Q.
Voucher 02-0048 ($350,433.08) and 03-0010 ($601,294.00)
Voucher 02-0048, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.  The invoice includes $350,000.00 in costs based on estimates.  Correspondence will be sent to the supplier advising that invoices are to be submitted for actual costs incurred and not estimates.

The remainder of the invoice in the amount of $433.08 is an allowable expense.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited $604,462.00 into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $433.08.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0048 in the amount of $433.08.

Voucher 03-0010, Expenses listed were questioned as to if they relate to enhancing just 9-1-1 or other areas also.  Are the expenses on the invoice already figured at the percentage which applies to enhancing 9-1-1, or does that percentage need to yet be computed?  Correspondence will be sent to the supplier in this regard, noting that the only expenses that can be reimbursed are those that enhance 9-1-1.  Mr. Scott Temple’s contact information will be given to the supplier if further clarification is needed.
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The supplier will also be advised that the original total ($951,727.08) they were asking for reimbursement of between these two invoices (02-0048 and 03-0010) is more than 125% of what they have deposited into the CMRS fund ($604,462.00).  The correspondence will note this also and cover what the Act states is allowable.


Discussion was held at the December 4, 2002, ETSC meeting noting a mechanism is not in place for a supplier to follow in submitting an invoice in excess of 125% of available contributed CMRS funds.  Does this subcommittee want to recommend protocol to the ETSC to do this, or let it remain at the 125%?  No one is refusing to consider a plan; it has not been an issue to date.

F.
Voucher 02-0049, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $36,996.08.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0049 in the amount of $36,996.08.

Voucher 02-0050, Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of this invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $57,045.55.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 02‑0050 in the amount of $57,045.55.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $8,250.00.
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Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment.

Action:  The CMRS Subcommittee recommends the ETSC approve payment of Voucher 03-0002 in the amount of $8,250.00.

Subcommittee members voted to recommend to the full committee that this invoice be approved for payment up to 125% of the funds available, totaling $413,219.77.
