Subcommittee members were provided with copies of the invoices.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the documents.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the total recommended amount of $146,069.46.

A question was raised regarding the credit noted on Voucher 04-0030.  The supplier previously billed incorrectly for several deployments and is issuing a credit to correct the overcharge.

A motion was made by Mr. Scott Temple for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Vouchers 04-0030, 04-0032, 04-0040, and 04-0041 in the total amount of $146,069.46.  Supported by Mr. Hugh Crawford, the motion carried.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the total recommended amount of $384,641.17.

A motion was made by Chief Kay Hoffman for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Vouchers 04-0033, 04-0034, 04-0035, 04-0037, and 04-0042 in the total amount of $384,641.17.  Supported by Mr. Hugh Crawford, the motion carried.

Voucher 04-0039:  Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $99,246.36.

A motion was made by Mr. Scott Temple for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0039 in the total amount of $99,246.36.  Supported by Chief Kay Hoffman, the motion carried.

Voucher 04-0029:  Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $3,943.23.

A motion was made by Chief Kay Hoffman for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0029 in the total amount of $3,943.23.  Supported by Mr. Scott Temple, the motion carried.

Voucher 04-0036:  Subcommittee members were provided with a copy of the invoice.  Michigan State Police staff had previously removed all information identifying the CMRS supplier from the document.

MSP staff have contacted Department of Treasury representatives and confirmed that this CMRS supplier has deposited sufficient funds into the CMRS fund to be eligible to receive reimbursement in the recommended amount of $79,359.70.

A motion was made by Mr. Scott Temple for the CMRS Subcommittee to recommend to the ETSC to approve payment of Voucher 04-0036 in the total amount of $79,359.70.  Supported by Chief Kay Hoffman, the motion carried.
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II.
Guidelines for CMRS Pre-Expenditure Approval

Lt. Col. Peter Munoz reviewed the draft guidelines.  He highlighted the second bullet under “Eligibility” which states that “Before July 1, 2004, all CMRS suppliers shall notify the committee in writing whether they will seek reimbursement from the CMRS emergency telephone fund…”  The ETSC has been focused on suppliers who intend to opt out of the fund.  From reading this section of the Act again, it could be interpreted to read that suppliers must notify the ETSC either way (opting out or staying in).  

Also, what happens if notification is not made to the ETSC by a supplier?  One supplier recently voiced their opinion that they feel the language is clear that notification needs to be made to the ETSC if the supplier intends to continue to seek reimbursement, and that if notification is not made the supplier would default to no longer being able to collect from the CMRS fund.  Mr. Scott Temple noted that he will check with their Government Affairs section for clarification and interpretation.

Lt. Colonel Munoz noted that two more notifications have been received regarding status with the fund:  Verizon Wireless will continue to seek reimbursement and Cingular is opting out.  To date, only three notifications have been received.  Should the ETSC send a reminder notice to the suppliers?  This will be brought up to the full ETSC, along with clarification on which way suppliers should be making notification.

The subcommittee members felt the guidelines and sample invoice were ready for review with the ETSC and will be included on the agenda for the next meeting.

III. Adjourn

A motion was made by Mr. Hugh Crawford to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chief Kay Hoffman, the motion carried and the meeting adjourned at 10:30 a.m.
