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Interagency Directors 2005 Priorities 

The Interagency Directors determined their collective priorities and requested that they be communicated to the Community Collaboratives.   

In their letter to the Community Collaboratives (dated, November 2004) the Interagency Directors requested that the collaboratives forward to them their priorities for 2005.  The priorities were collected and compiled from over 80% of the Community Collaboratives.  The compiled responses were shared with the Directors and the Superintendent of Public Instruction at their April Interagency Directors meeting. 

The Interagency Directors (Janet Olszewski, Department of Community Health; Jeremy M. Hughes, Department of Education; Marianne Udow, Department of Human Services; and David C. Hollister, Department of Labor and Economic Growth) determined their collective priorities for distribution to the Community Collaboratives.  The priorities are:

· Development of Early Childhood Systems of Services and Supports to Families

· Health Issues, including focus on Infant Mortality and Lead Poisoning of Children

· Poverty Reduction, including efforts addressing workforce development, job creation and homelessness

· Parenting Education

The Interagency Directors will be working jointly to support these efforts through discussions at both their regularly scheduled meetings and at the Children's Cabinet meetings.  Currently work plans have been developed for the Development of Early Childhood Systems, Health Issues and Poverty Reduction.  Parenting Education will be integrated throughout the other three work plans.  At this time the Children's Cabinet will be leading the Early Childhood efforts.
