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CONDITIONS FOR CITY INCORPORATION

CITIES (OTHER THAN 5TH CLASS):

The minimum population for incorporation is 2000 and an average population of 500 per square mile. (117.7)

5TH CLASS CITIES:

Any incorporated village may incorporate as a city of the fifth class if:

(1.) The territory to be incorporated has a population of more than 750, and less than 2000.  (117.7)

(2.) If the territory to be incorporated lies within more than one township in the same county with population of more than 600, and less than 2000.  (117.7)

(3.) An incorporated village which is also a county seat may incorporate as a city without respect to the size of its population.  (117.7)

VOTING ON INCORPORATION:
Only the residents of the territory to be incorporated shall vote on the question of incorporation.  (117.9)

DETERMINING POPULATION OF AFFECTED TERRITORY:

Population is determined by the last preceding U.S. census.

No census of the territory affected by any proposed incorporation as provided in section 6 of Act 279 of the Public Acts of 1909, as amended, shall be taken unless specifically ordered by the commission.  (Sec. 7, 191)

PETITIONS AND ATTACHMENTS:

A. If all the affected territory is in one county:  (117.6)

(1.) Petitions must be signed by not less than 5% of the population who are qualified electors and freeholders residing within the affected territory.

(2.) No less than 100 signatures

(3.) No less than 10 of the signatures shall be obtained from each city, village or township to be affected.

B. If the affected territory is in more than one county:  (117.6 and 117.11)

(1.) Petitions must be signed by not less than 5% of the population who are qualified electors and freeholders residing within the affected territory.

(2.) No less than 100 signatures

(3.) No less than 25 of the signatures shall be obtained from each city, village or township to be affected.
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
