PURCHASE JUSTIFICATION: 
 

Description of Product Service Requested:  This proposal provides the State with a 
capability for improving the capacity and performance capabilities of the State's Teradata 
Production Data Warehouse, while at the same time addresses Michigan requirements for 
business continuity and a separate Test and Development environment. To accomplish these 
goals, the procurement of a new 8-node NCR 5380 Production Data Warehouse system and 
the subsequent redeployment/ reuse of the current 8-Node NCR 5250 production system as 
the State's Disaster Recovery, and, Test and Development system is needed.  This contract 
will be merged with another contract from Integris, Inc. next year, which will save the State 
costs in contract administration.  
 
Purpose/Business Case of New Contract, Amendment, or Extension and Expected 
Outcomes:  The purpose of this request is to extend the contract for one year and add 
money to accommodate the purchase of new hardware and maintenance for the new 
equipment through the first quarter of fiscal year 2005. This contract currently provides 
essential hardware, software, and support for the Data Warehouse supported by Data Center 
Operations (DCO). Several State agencies are customers of this operating system and they 
include - Family Independence Agency - Child Support Enforcement System (CSES), 
Treasury, Department of Community Health, State Court Administrative Office.  
 



This contract currently provides essential hardware, software, and support solution that will 
provide a means for the customer agencies to continue their business processes, and will 
provide a platform that will allow for fast processing capabilities. The upgrade of hardware 
and software included in this request will provide additional capacity to a system that is 
running with less than 13% availability, as well as provide a disaster recovery system that 
does not currently exist.  
 
Commitment:  Prices are fixed for the duration of the contract. 
 
Funding Source:   IT revolving funds recovered through service rates. 
 
Risk Assessment:  If this extension and increased dollar amount is not approved, the 
integrity of the system will be compromised. The system will not function much longer with 
the limited capacity, and if there is a disaster with the production system, there is no 
recovery.
