DRUG TESTING AND TREATMENT FOR JUVENILES AND ADULTS

Drug Testing and Sanctions

· All projects in this program area must include drug testing and sanctions.

· Describe the methods and frequency of testing in the program narrative.  Both the methods and frequency should be sufficient to detect drug use by participants.

· Describe the graduated sanctions that will be imposed for positive drug tests, failure to provide a specimen, or other program violations. Provide a chart showing the violation and the corresponding sanction.  Describe the process for imposition of the sanction and the expected time between violation and imposition of the sanction.

Subcontract Services 

· Programs need to be flexible and focused on meeting participant needs.

· For subcontract services, list all providers you anticipate subcontracting with for services.  Provide name and address of each service provider.

· If subcontract service will be bid or if subcontractor is not known at time of application, indicate the process for selection of the subcontractor and when the selection will be made.

· Subcontract services are those in which a formal subcontractual agreement is signed. Services which are purchased and for which no formal subconract is signed are not subcontract providers.

· ODCP must receive a copy of each subcontract once executed.

Outcome

· Document offender abstinence while in the program, number of drug tests passed or failed.

· Document positive life changes,  e. g.  educational attainment, job status, personal relationships, living circumstances, etc.

· Describe plan for assessing drug and crime free status of program graduates at six and twelve months following graduation.  

· Evaluation may be done in-house or by outside subcontractors.  Describe evaluation plan and indicate who will do the evaluation and the time frame for completion of the evaluation.  

· If evaluator cannot be identified at time of application, indicate the process and timeframe for selection of the evaluator.
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
