Review Registration and Certification of Eligible Personnel


(1) ETSC Registration for Act 32 Dispatcher Training


Distribution ‑ form ETSC 101

Rothenberger distributed form ETSC ‑ 101 for member's review and comment. Minor changes were made to sections 5, 10, 11, 12, with the date July 2 added. The additions and deletions will be made by Rothenberger and then sent to the chair for distribution to the subcommittee members for final approval.

Once form ETSC 101 is approved by the full ETSC, it will be mailed to all counties and they will be required to return the form by July 2"d in order to be considered for distribution of training funds this year. Completed forms will then be reviewed by training subcommittee and sent to

the ETSC for certification, with distribution of funds by the Department of Treasury during the month of August.

Request for Training Course Approval ‑ ETSC Dispatcher

Training Fund form ETSC 201

The guidelines and timelines for implementation of Section 409 (1) (d) of Public Act 78 of 1999 were discussed by the Training task force members Fyvie, Hensel, Rothenberger and Todd. Rothenberger advised that MCOLES has never "certified" courses for the law enforcement community. MCOLES practices are to approve courses training. It is therefore believed that the legislative intent was to use MCOLES established practices and experience in approving courses for 9‑1‑1 training.

MOTION: Paul Rogers moved that for the purpose of 9‑11 training fund distribution the ETSC concurs that the legislative intent of the phrase "courses certified" is the same as "courses approved". Therefore, the ETSC endorses the standard practiced by MCOLES for all course approval. Suzan Hensel supported the motion. MOTION CARRIED.

Significant exchange took place concerning form ETSC 201 and it content. . Rothenberger explained that this form is similar to MCOLES TC 34. In sections 10, 11 and 19 the vendor will be required to use additional pages for detailed explanation. Self‑guidance courses like the HITS program will need detailed explanation. All courses and vendors will be reviewed annually by members of the ETSC Training subcommittee. No vendor will be grand fathered and will required to reapply annually with MCOLES.

MOTION: Stephen Todd moved that vendors will not automatically be grand fathered into the MCOLES/ETSC training program. Dale Rothenberger supported the motion. MOTION CARRIED.

The training committee and MCOLES will continue working together in establishing a "review work group" to review basic operational skill training programs request and in‑service training request. Stephen Todd is in the process of completing the "ETSC Training Courses and

Expenditure Guidelines" and will send it to the Chair prior to the May 22, 2001 ETHIC meeting.
