Dear Parent,

I am writing to let you know about a valuable service that can help you SAVE money and bring EXTRA money home. Tax season is approaching, and, if you work, you might be eligible for the Earned Income Credit, or EIC. Households that qualify for the EIC could receive a tax refund of up to $4,300. 

Do you qualify for the EIC?

· If you have one child and you earned less than $30,338 (or $31,338 for married workers) in 2004, you might be eligible for a credit of up to $2,604.

· If you have two or more children and you earned less than $34,458 (or $35,458 for married workers) in 2004, you might be eligible for a credit of up to $4,300.

· Workers at least age 25 and under age 65 without a qualifying child who earned less than $11,490 (or $12,490 for married workers) in 2003 might be eligible for a credit of up to $390.

How can you claim your EIC?

To receive this credit, you must file a federal income tax return. Before you pay someone to do your taxes, find out if you are eligible for free tax assistance. The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance, or VITA, program provides IRS-trained volunteers to prepare and file returns for FREE.
