	Description of unique new services made available in your community due to the implementation of PAL:

In St. Joseph County, the inclusion of some entities not formerly involved in adult education and English as a second Language is fostering a broader problem-solving approach to improving ABE and ESL skills for residents.  The partners in the consortia are Sturgis Public Schools, Three Rivers Public Schools, Goodwill Industries of Southwestern Michigan, and Glen Oaks Community College. The partners in the consortia in St. Joseph County are benefiting from each other’s knowledge, referral capabilities, and resources.

In Kalamazoo County, Goodwill Industries of Southwestern Michigan is the lead partner and works with First Presbyterian Church.  The church has a long history of serving disadvantaged people in its free health clinic.  This partnership relies on First Presbyterian to provide referrals from the group it serves with Goodwill providing the training.  A third “partner” is the Radisson Plaza Hotel where one of the training sites is located.  The Radisson Plaza has many Hispanic employees who wish to improve their English skills and the hotel is highly supportive of this project.  As in St. Joseph County, this partnership brings some new perspectives to improving ABE and ESL skills.
