Enteric Bacterial Pathogens Isolation and Identification - UP Lab

TEST CODE: 0500

USE OF TEST: Bacteriological diagnosis of gastrointestinal disease caused by Salmonella spp., Shigella spp., Campylobacter jejuni, and E. coli O157:H7.

TEST PERFORMED: Houghton/Monday through Friday.

ANALYTIC TIME: Two-Four days.

INTERPRETATION: The presence of these bacteria in fecal specimens from symptomatic individuals is evidence of fecal-oral contamination via food, water, fomites or the hands.

SPECIMEN TYPE: Feces.

VOLUME: 1 gram of feces (about the size of an olive).

UNIT NUMBER: Unit 1.

CONTAINER: Vial containing transport medium (Modified Cary Blair or equivalent) provided in kit.

FORM NUMBER: DCH 0572.

*NOTE*

1. Upon request, fecal specimens will be cultured for other bacterial pathogens such as Yersinia enterocolitica, and Vibrio spp. Specimens which are from suspected or recognized food borne disease outbreaks must be identified as such and the laboratory must be notified prior to submission of specimens from food borne disease outbreaks.

2. Serotyping is not performed at the Upper Peninsula Laboratory. Isolates are forwarded to Lansing. Repeat isolates of Salmonella spp. from the same patient will be serotyped no more frequently than every three months.
