1. CD4/CD8 T-lymphocyte testing is available to "Approved Programs Only."

2. Specimens must be collected and submitted according to instructions.  Include the date and time of specimen collection on the requisition form.

3. Whole blood must be maintained at room temperature during storage and transportation. DO NOT centrifuge tube.

4. Specimen MUST be shipped for "next day" delivery. Specimens must be shipped to arrive during normal operating hours of 7:00 A.M.-1:00 P.M.

5. Reliable results are dependent on adequate specimen collection, transport, and storage of specimen.

6. Patient must be six years of age or older to be tested.

7. Test to be performed within 48 hours. 

8. Flow cytometry system utilizes four fluorescent colors with an argon laser. Instrument has an absolute CD4 and CD8 analytical range of 10-4000 and 10-2000 cells/cu. mm. respectively.
