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Legionella Urinary Antigen EIA  

TEST CODE: 0403

USE OF TEST: The Legionella Urinary EIA test detects soluble antigen in urine from patients with L. pneumophila serogroup 1 infection.

TEST PERFORMED: Lansing, Monday through Friday.

ANALYTIC TIME: One week.

INTERPRETATION: 

Positive results indicate either a current or past infection. A positive urinary assay does not equate precisely with acute infection. A positive result may occur as early as 3 days after onset of symptoms and may persist for up to 1 year afterward. A history of recent respiratory illness compatible with Legionnarie's disease is necessary to confirm recent infection.

A negative test result does not rule out the possibility of Legionella infection resulting from other serogroups or species of Legionella.

SPECIMEN TYPE: Urine.

VOLUME: 1 to 3 ml.

UNIT NUMBER: Unit 11.

CONTAINER: Supplied in unit.

FORM NUMBER: DCH 0583.

*LIMITATIONS/NOTES*

1. This assay is only available to state and local health departments for Legionella outbreak investigations.

2. This assay has been validated using urine samples only.


3. The Legionella Urinary Antigen EIA test will only detect Legionella pneumophilia serogroup 1. Other Legionella serogroups or species are not detected.

4. Dilute (diuretic) urine may affect the ability of the test to detect antigen.
