SPECIMEN TYPE:

Specimen Required:  Urine; saliva; throat swab; cerebral spinal fluid.
Minimum Acceptable Volume: 
Urine, 10 ml 


CSF - minimum of 1.5 ml.  Do not dilute CSF in viral transport medium.
Container:  


Urine/Saliva: sterile plastic cup or tube.


CSF: sterile plastic tube.


Swab: elute in 3 ml viral transport medium.


Shipping Unit: Unit 45
SPECIMEN REJECTION CRITERIA:

Critical Data Needed For Testing: Date of collection, patient identifier.
Any negative sample received by the laboratory 5 days or greater post collection will be reported as Unsatisfactory due to the likelihood that any virus present would be non-viable after this prolonged period.

TEST PERFORMED:

Methodology:  Viral culture. The presence of virus in culture positive specimens is demonstrated by using a fluorescent monoclonal antibody.


Turn Around Time:  4 weeks.

Where/When Performed: Lansing, Monday through Friday.
RESULT INTERPRETATION:


Reference Range:   No virus detected.

The presence of virus in culture is evidence of infection by that virus.

NOTES:
1. Specimens must be kept chilled (4-6(C) while in transit, using cold packs. Ship to lab as rapidly as possible; holding time must not exceed 48 hours.
2. To prepare the throat specimen for submission, swab the throat.  Rotate the throat swab in transport medium.  Express swab against the wall of the specimen vial.  Discard swab.
3. Collect urine in sterile jar provided in Unit 45.
4. Indicate history of recent vaccination when submitting specimen.
5. Requires pre-approval prior to sending specimen.  For approval, phone 517-335-9567.
6. Inappropriate transport systems include those containing formalin and/or sodium azide.  Specimens received in these transport media will be rejected.
