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Neisseria gonorrhea Culture

USE OF TEST: For the diagnosis of sexually transmitted disease due to Neisseria gonorrhoeae and for the determination of the antibiotic susceptibility pattern.

TEST PERFORMED: Houghton/Monday through Friday.

ANALYTIC TIME: Two-Three days.

INTERPRETATION: Neisseria gonorrhoeae is recognized as a pathogen in any human clinical specimen in which it occurs. Its presence is indicative of a reportable sexually transmitted disease. Since gonococci from some parts of Michigan have a high incidence of beta-lactamase mediated penicillin resistance, determination of the presence of this enzyme is mandatory. 

SPECIMEN TYPE: 1. Genital, oropharyngeal or anorectal specimens inoculated onto selective enriched medium (modified Thayer-Martin) and incubated at 35-37oC in 5% CO2 overnight before transporting to MDCH.

2. Pure culture of Neisseria gonorrhoeae on chocolate agar submitted for confirmation of identification and susceptibility testing.
