1. Feces is an inappropriate specimen for the diagnosis of pinworms.

2. Collect the specimen within 2 hours after retiring at night or early in the morning before defecation.
3. To obtain the specimen, press sticky side of a piece of clear cellulose tape against the patient’s anus. The piece of tape should be shorter and narrower than the slide. Press the sticky side of the tape flat against a glass slide. Do not curl the tape over the sides or end of the slide.
4. For best results, collect 1 specimen on each of three consecutive days.
