	Description of unique new services made available in your community due to the implementation of PAL:

We will offer basic skills assessment and remediation services at the Michigan Works! Service Center. Trainees will be assessed using Work Keys or other approved instruments and will receive individualized instruction and tutoring using “TutorSystems” educational software. We will target Work First participants, dislocated workers, and other adults who use the Service Center for job search and career planning services. This training will be provided by the contractor who handles Work First and WIA services at our Service Center.

We also will offer customized ESL training requested by local employers, work readiness training, basic skills training and GED / HS completion services offered by a consortium of adult and community education programs in Livingston County. 

Description of how PAL enhanced the delivery of previously existing adult education services in your area:

PAL will provide more flexible training targeted to employer needs. Much of the training conducted by Adult and Community Education providers will be done at the employer’s site. Also, we will be able to enhance the services available to job seekers at the Michigan Works! Service Center and more fully integrate adult education services into our program design.
