PUBLIC HEALTH TRUST
Jeffrey Taylor, Ph.D. and Jesse Jones of the Michigan Public Health Institute (MPHI) provided an overview of organizational models for a Public Health Trust that would allow pooling of designated and undesignated funds from a variety of private and public sources, and distribution of those funds for prevention and control of lead poisoning and for a variety of other public health issues.  Dr. Taylor described the model used with significant success for the past ten years in California.  He recommended that Michigan use that model as a general framework, and described MPHI’s potential role in forming and managing the Trust.  

Motion: That the Lead Poisoning Prevention and Control Commission endorse the model for a Public Health Trust to collect and distribute funds for lead poisoning as presented by Dr. Taylor, made by Commissioner Powell.  Second:  Commissioner Beamon.  Yea votes: Commissioners Beaman, Dyer, Gallant, Powell, Sills and Wisdom; Abstaining:  Commissioners Jeffries and Sproul.  Nay votes: None.  Motion passed. 

Commissioners Dyer, Powell and Sproul volunteered to represent the Commission in further planning, and will bring a more fully developed proposal before the Commission.  
FINALIZING COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS & ASSIGNMENTS
The Commission discussed edits that had been incorporated into the current draft of the report, and accepted them.  Further edits were suggested during discussion. Motion:  That the Commission approve the report as final, with the edits incorporated as discussed, made by Commissioner Gallant.  Second:  Commissioner Sproul.  Yea votes: Dyer, Gallant, Jeffries, Powell, Sills, Sproul, Wisdom; Abstained: Beaman.  Nay votes:  None.  Motion passed.
Members agreed to provide final comments on the content of requests to agencies and private sector parties for further information and inquiry, by March 13.  Timeline for the distribution of the report to Governor Granholm, the Legislature, and the public was reviewed.  
PUBLIC COMMENT


Commissioner Wisdom asked for an update from Wesley Priem on the development of a lead-safe housing registry.  Public comment was invited from other attendees.  Robert Lantzy of Buckfire and Buckfire P.C. presented concern that the Commission may intend to limit the legal liabilities of property owners for the exposing children to lead hazard.  Marilyn Legacy and Karla Garcia of HealthPlus of Michigan suggested that Medicaid Health Plans be included in the evaluation of local public health agency participation in testing children covered by Medicaid for lead exposure.  

Time was not available for all to make comment that wished to and it was suggested that they provide their comments in writing to the Commission through staff.
