Attached is a copy of the process to use when a provider has committed one or more serious deficiencies in the Child and Adult Care Food Program.  The process was revised to comply with the 2nd Interim Rule – CACFP:  Improving Management and Program Integrity. 

The two major changes are:

· Failure to participate in training was added to the list of serious deficiencies; and

· The timing of the unannounced visit in the corrective action procedure.

Failure to implement this process is a serious deficiency [7CFR 226.6 (c) (3) (ii) (R)].
