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The meeting was called to order at 10:00 A.M.

C.Nystrom moved to approve the minutes from the last meeting. B.Charon seconded. Minutes were approved. 

The criteria for certification to receive wireless funds was established in HB4439. Certification will be determined by the following:


Sec.408.9. A county shall be compliant with phase 1 implementation by June 30, 2004 and phase 2 implementation by June 30, 2005.


A county that is not compliant with phase 1 implementation by June 30, 2004, and phase 2 implementation by June 30, 2005 shall use the disbursements received under subsection (6)(a) and (b) only for the purposes of becoming compliant. 


A county that is not compliant with phase 1 implementation by December 31, 2004, and phase 2 implementation by December 21, 2005 is not eligible to receive disbursements under subsection (6)(a) and (b).


"Compliant " means the county has installed equipment that is capable, and at a state of readiness, to deploy wireless service for all CMRS providers within a county's 

9-1-1 service district. 

Letters were sent to all counties from Sheriff Gribler on February 11, 2004 regarding compliance to receive wireless funds. The letter advised counties of being in compliance, and advised some of possibly being non-compliant. The letters were sent prior to the Recertification Subcommittee meeting and establishing the new criteria set in place according to HB 4439. Sheriff Gribler and the committee apologize for the confusion this letter caused. The MSP staff were following the previous guidelines when the letter was sent. 

The criteria to approve counties to be eligible for fifth year certification are to have a final 9-1-1 plan in place and sent a letter to the Treasury requesting the funds. There are no other disqualifying criteria. The committee discussed that this would make all counties eligible to receive fifth year certification based on the criteria of HB4439. 

Motion made by B.Charon: In as much as all counties have a 9-1-1 plan and certified to be in compliance with P.A. 32 as amended, and all counties have sent a letter to the Treasury, I recommend that all counties be eligible to receive wireless fund disbursement in 2004. Seconded by C.Nystrom. Motion approved. 

The committee discussed the need to determine the phase 1 implementation status of counties to verify if they are in compliance with HB 4439 by June 30, 2004. B.Charon moved to send a letter to all counties to verify their equipment readiness. The letter is to be mailed the first week of June, and required to be returned by July 7, 2004. C.Nystom seconded. Motion approved. 

The committee discussed sending another letter at the end of the year to verify the phase 1 implementation date of December 31, 2004. The date this letter will be sent will be discussed at a future meeting.  

After approval by the ETSC at their March 23rd meeting, a letter will be sent to the counties advising them they are in compliance to receive 5th year wireless funding, and also list the criteria that needs to be met with HB 4439.

The next Recertification Subcommittee meeting will scheduled during the week of July 19, 2004. The letters from the counties verifying their equipment readiness will be reviewed. 

B.Charon moved to adjourn the meeting. C.Nystrom seconded. Motion approved. Meeting was adjourned at 11:30.
