The meeting of the Recertification Subcommittee was called to order at 10:10 A.M.

The focus of the meeting was to:


1. Recognize Alpena and Monroe Counties as in compliance with the previous year's requirements to receive wireless funding. 


2.  Review and approve the letters received from the counties for fourth year certification.


3. Draft recommendation for standards for fifth year certification, working towards further implementing wireless and implementing with all carriers. 

A. Alpena and Monroe

The final 9-1-1 plan from Alpena and Monroe Counties has been received and reviewed. Paul Rogers moved to certify Alpena and Monroe Counties final 9-1-1 plans as being in compliance. Suzan Hensel seconded. Carried. 


B. Letters Requesting Fourth Year Certification

Paul Rogers received correspondence from Mary Jo Hovey indicating that as of February 25, fourteen counties had not yet responded to Treasury with their request for wireless funding. Paul was concerned that the mailing was only sent to the counties and not to the PSAP directors. Paul wanted an opportunity to contact those that did not submit letters, and extend the deadline date to March 14, 2003.

The letters received requesting fourth year certification for wireless funding were reviewed. Letters were not received from Alcona County, Wayne County-Detroit, Wayne County-Down River, Wayne County-Eastern, and Wayne County-Western.      

Suzan Hensel and Paul Rogers will contact them regarding their letters, asking them to submit them by March 14. 

Paul Rogers moved to certify all 83 counties as eligible for wireless funds, contingent on receiving the five letters by March 14. Scott Temple seconded. Carried. 

C. Draft Standards for Fifth Year Certification.

A discussion was held on the requirements for fifth year certification. With counties receiving wireless funding for the past three years the state should be moving forward with full Phase I compliance, and preparation for Phase II compliance. The following recommendations for fifth year compliance will be submitted to the full committee on March 28: 

1. A county must have deployed Phase I wireless 9-1-1 service for all wireless service providers in their entire 9-1-1 service district(s), as defined in their final 9-1-1 service plan, no later than December 31, 2003. A county is not required to have implemented wireless 9-1-1 for any wireless carrier that is not ready to deploy through no fault of the county. 

A county must report to the ETSC no later than January 31, 2004, the status of all Phase I wireless deployment for all wireless providers with customers in its 9-1-1 service district. 

2. A county must provide the ETSC a written plan for the implementation of Phase II wireless 9-1-1 in their entire 9-1-1 service district(s), as defined in their final 9-1-1 service plan, by December 31, 2003. 

This plan shall include the deployment of Phase II 9-1-1 service no later than December 31, 2004. 

A county is not required to have implemented Phase II wireless in their 9-1-1 service district if their 9-1-1 service provider, or for wireless provider is not ready to implement through no fault of the county. 

3. A county must complete and send to the ETSC the annual report of expenditures as requested each year. A county that fails to comply with this reporting requirement will be denied funding in subsequent years until such time that the reports are received.  

D. Audit

A discussion was held on the responsibility of this subcommittee to ensure that the wireless money expended is used for implementing the wireless emergency service order. Paul Rogers moved to request the committee annually audit 10% of the counties for their use of wireline and wireless fund revenues to be in compliance with Public Act 32 as amended. Suzan Hensel seconded. Carried.
