Chairman Nystrom called the meeting of the ETSC Dispatcher Training Subcommittee to order at 10:35 a.m.


Moved by Mr. Fyvie, seconded by Mr. Altland, to approve the minutes of the September 26, 2001 meeting.  Motion carried.


Moved by Ms. Hensel, seconded by Mr. Altland, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.  

Additions/Improvements to ETSC form 101

Mr. Rogers, on behalf of his committee including Mr. Fyvie and Mr. Rothenberger, presented what was later designated as ETSC form 101-W to the committee for review and evaluation.  The form will be mailed to all primary PSAP’s and be available on the ETSC website in an Excel 5.0 format.  The committee provided valuable input and came up with a redline version to be combined into the existing ETSC for 101, with ETSC 101-W being the worksheet that will be returned with ETSC 101.  Mr. Rogers and committee will draft the final form for approval at the next scheduled meeting.  

Mr. Swenson joined the committee at 10:50 a.m. and was given meaningless condolences and counseling for his misguided allegiances to the college in Ann Arbor for it’s  thrashing on November 3, 2001.


The committee subsequently continued their discussion regarding the business at hand deciding that the forms shall be distributed with a return date no later than Thursday, February 14, 2002.  

Blue Mark Forms

Ms. Hermina Kramp from MCOLES discussed the submission of the Blue Mark forms upon completion of approved courses.  She indicated that when submitting the forms an instructor header sheet must also be completed and forwarded along with the forms filled out by the students.  Each form must also indicate whether or not the student passed or failed the class.  


She also indicated that it is MCOLES intention to have their new training tracking software system on line by July 2002.  She requested input from the committee for development to meet the dispatcher training records needs.  Chairman Nystrom appointed Ms. Russell, Ms. Florn and Ms. Adams to work with Ms. Kramp and MCOLES to develop a standard format for training records.  

Approval of TC-34D applications

Mr. Rothenberger presented five courses for review.  He indicated that of the five, four

from APCO did not provide instructor resumes, but rather indicated training would be provided by local instructors.  The courses submitted by APCO were Fire Dispatch, EMD, CTO, and Basis Telecommunicator training.  Additionally, approval was sought for the Team Building and Problem Solving course provided by Lou Bender.


Moved by Mr. Rothenberger, seconded by Mr. Charon, that the APCO courses be approved pending submission of instructor qualification criteria and Mr. Bender’s class be approved as submitted.  Motion carried.
