Nomination Notice

Certificate of Need (CON) Review Standards for Hospital Beds - Standard Advisory Committee (SAC)

Pursuant to Section 22215(1)(l) of Public Act 368 of 1978, as amended, the CON Commission has determined that a SAC be convened to assist in the development of revisions to the CON Review Standards for Hospital Beds.  The charge to the SAC is as follows:

Prompt review of the Hospital Bed Standards in the context of a specific legislative charge to this Commission [Section 22215(1)(o) of PA 368 of 1978, as amended] related to “the increase of licensed beds in a hospital licensed under part 215, the physical relocation of hospital beds from 1 licensed site to another geographic location, and the replacement of beds in a hospital licensed under part 215.”  The modification or development to standards shall be developed in a way to assure appropriate accessibility to health care.  The Committee’s consideration shall be in the context of the overall legislative charge to this Commission [Section 22215(2) of PA 368 of 1978, as amended, to “promote and assure the availability and accessibility of quality health services at a reasonable cost and within a reasonable geographic proximity for all people in this state.”]

The Commission directs the Committee to submit its recommendations to the Commission within no more than 6 months.  Those recommendations shall include proposed language for the Standards, as the Committee finds appropriate.

The composition of a standard advisory committee shall not include a lobbyist registered under 1978 PA 472, MCL 4.411 to 4.431, but shall include all of the following: experts with professional competence in the subject matter of the proposed standard, who shall constitute a 2/3 majority of the standard advisory committee; representatives of health care provider organizations concerned with licensed health facilities or licensed health professions; and representatives of organizations concerned with health care consumers and the purchasers and payers of health care services.
If your organization is interested in participating, please send a letter nominating one (1) individual to serve on this committee, and, if desired, a choice for an alternate.  The alternate must be able to serve in the same capacity as the main member selected for the committee, i.e., expert, provider, payer, purchaser, or consumer.  Please identify the organization the nominee will be representing, the capacity in which he or she is being nominated, as well as a 1 – 2 page summary of his or her expertise in the subject matter.  Also, the letter should include the nominee's business address, telephone number, e-mail address, and fax number.
