Final Decisions and Orders.

Issued: March 16, 2005

2005-3 final DECISIONS and orders: Mailing of mULTIPLE COPIES; local unit searches.  The Tribunal currently mails copies of its final decisions and final orders to:

1. The parties (i.e., taxpayers and assessors, etc.).

2. The parties’ authorized representatives, if any.

3. Certain non-parties (i.e., city managers, township supervisors, local treasurers, county equalization directors, school district secretaries, the STC executive secretary, etc.).

Effective April 1, 2005, the Tribunal will discontinue the practice of mailing multiple copies of these decisions and orders.  Rather, the Tribunal will provide a hard copy of its final decisions and orders to the parties or their authorized representatives only.

Although the Tribunal is revising its mailing practice, information on the disposition of a case will be accessible electronically.  Beginning this fall, the Tribunal’s website docketing system will allow units of government to search pending and closed cases by individual unit – city, township, county, local school district and intermediate school district.  In the meantime, respondents (i.e., assessors, etc.) or their authorized representatives should notify other affected governmental units of the Tribunal’s decision or order to ensure compliance with the requirements of each decision and order.
Finally, the Tribunal’s new mailing practice is consistent with the practice of other courts and the Tribunal’s statutory responsibility under MCL 205.752 relative to the providing of notice to the parties or the parties’ authorized representatives only.
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
