RSAT SELECTION CRITERIA

1. Project Design/Strategy (50 points)

The project design must describe the program that will be implemented and discuss the elements below:

· How offenders will be identified and placed in the program

· Anticipated number of clients serviced

· Service delivery (group counseling, individual, how often will groups meet per week, length of group or individual counseling)

· How every effort will be made to separate the treatment population from the general population

· Develop how participants’ cognitive, behavioral, social, vocational, and other skills to address substance abuse related problems will be addressed.

· Making appropriate referrals to services upon release-how continued treatment needs will be coordinated including employment, education, housing

· Assurance that the in-jail treatment program will be at least 3 months in length

2. Goals (15 points)

· Applicant must provide a statement that describes the goals and measurable objectives of the project  

· At a minimum, project outcomes should be measured in relationship to recidivism and jail utilization 

4.  Program Monitoring (10 points)

· Applicants should include a brief discussion on how in-jail treatment services and participant progress will be monitored
5. Collaboration and Memorandum of Understanding (15 points)

Proposals should convey collaboration between the jail, the courts, probation/parole 

departments, and the treatment community.

· Applicant must include a signed MOU with the proposal that describes each party’s roles and responsibilities  

· The MOU must include representation from the Sheriff’s office, local Substance Abuse Coordinating Agency, community corrections agency, probation/parole department and workforce development

6. Budget (10 points)

· Applicant must include a budget that is complete, allowable, and cost effective in relation to the activities to be undertaken.
