(4) Locate the required language

(a) FCC 94-102 reference

(b) Wireless Emergency Services order reference

(c) Reference to any other state or federal law or applicable rule(s)

(5) A second person reviews the “non-compliant” plans for confirmation

(6) Report findings to the Committee members

(7) Committee members will vote to approve or deny the compliance of the individual plans/amendments.

B. Participants sorted and divided all plans and created “compliant” and “non-complaint” stacks.

C. Participants presented the results of their review to the Subcommittee members.

D. Paul Rogers captured the compilation of compliant and non-compliant plans in an Excel spreadsheet.  This list will be forwarded to Linda Cwiek via email on March 19.
