Instructions For Modifying

Generic Bloodborne Exposure Control Plan ver030805

These Instructions for Bloodborne Exposure Control Plan is intended to serve employers as an example exposure control plan which is required by the Bloodborne Pathogens Standard. A central component of the requirements of the standard is the development of an exposure control plan (ECP).

The intent of this model is to provide small employers with an easy-to-use format for developing a written exposure control plan. Employers will need to adjust or adapt the model for their specific use.   Simply placing this document in a binder will not satisfy the requirements for an Exposure Control Plan.

· Where the document indicates your local health department you should substitute the name of your facility.
· Where the document indicates Name of responsible person or department  you should substitute the name of the person (or department) which is assigned the duty.  Alternatively, you may wish to list the title of the position responsible for a given task (e.g. Environmental Health Director or Infection Control Specalist).
· Where the document indicates Contact location/phone number:______ you should substitute the appropriate location and phone number for your institution.

· Where there is a table listing personnel and their assigned location, fill in the table or attach a table to the back of the document and reference it in the body of the text.

· Fill in other blanks as appropriate
