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Abrin and Ricin Biomarker - in Urine by HPLC/ MS/MS
USE OF TEST: Detection of abrine and/or ricinine in urine.

TEST PERFORMED: Lansing/ CDC

TURN AROUND TIME: 1-4 days


INTERPRETATION: Any detectable Ricinine or abrine should be assumed to imply exposure to ricin or abrin.

SPECIMEN TYPE: Urine. (Frozen as soon as possible)- no preservatives

VOLUME: Optimal amount of specimen is 25mL; minimum of 1.5mL

CONTAINER: Standard urine collection cup sealed with forensic tape.

FORM NUMBER: DCH1264- Chain of Custody.  (We will accept “in-house” Chain of Custody forms with equivalent information.)
*NOTE*
1. Specimens submitted for testing must include chain of custody.
