The School Nutrition Training & Programs and Fiscal Management & Food Distribution Units are pleased to announce they will be sponsoring two Summer Workshops for School Food Service Directors and Food Service Personnel.  The dates are Tuesday, June 20, 2006 at Holt High School in Holt, Michigan and Thursday, June 22, 2006 at Grayling High School. 

The Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004 (P.L. 108-265) puts into place for School Year 2006 -2007 several new programs.  Workshops have been scheduled to cover a School Food Safety Plan and The Local Wellness Policy.  If your district has not created a School Food Safety Plan based on the process approach to HACCP or a Local Wellness Policy which creates a healthy school meals environment, get hands-on practice during the workshop.  Training for the Electronic Commodity Ordering System (ECOS) that you will be using in School Year 2006-2007 will be offered in the computer laboratories.  The National Food Service Management Institute is presenting two nutrition based sessions; Nutrition 101- A Taste of Food and Fitness (2005 BLT) and Planning Healthy Meals.  
The workshop will offer concurrent two and one-half hour sessions on the five topics.  Continuing Education Units (CEUs) from the School Nutrition Association of Michigan (SNAM) are being requested.  Six hours of CEUs may be earned with a full day attendance. The workshops will also include a Continental Breakfast, Box Lunch and Afternoon Snack.  The registration deadline is Friday, June 9, 2006.  No registrations will be accepted after that date.
