2003-04 State Report Card

The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) requires every state to publish an annual report card on the statewide impact of that comprehensive federal law.  The Michigan data are reported in table and spreadsheet format and in narrative.  The data elements include student achievement data for all students in the state.

Student achievement data:  Achievement data are reported on English language arts and mathematics for the Michigan Educational Assessment Program (MEAP) and MI Access assessments for elementary, middle school and high school students.  MI-Access is the state’s alternate assessment for students with disabilities.

The data are disaggregated by the following student groups (as prescribed by the federal No Child Left Behind Act):  race/ethnicity, gender, disability status, migrant status, English language proficiency status, and status as economically disadvantaged.  There are four proficiency levels for MEAP tests: Exceeds Standards; Meets Standards; Basic Performance; and Apprentice.  The table below shows the percent of student who are performing at a proficient or advanced level on each test, which include Exceeds Standards and Meets Standards.

There are three proficiency levels for the MI-Access test: Surpassed the performance standard; Attained the performance standard; and Emerging toward the performance standard.  Proficient or advanced students include those scoring in the top two levels.  The table below includes students tested on MEAP, with and without accommodations and students tested on MI-Access.  If the number of students in a category is below 30, i.e., insufficient to yield statistically reliable information, it is not reported.

Some categories exceed 100 percent due to private school students who attend some classes at public schools and take the state assessment at the public school, yet are not counted as “public school” students.

Attendance rate and graduation rate:  Each state also is required to set targets for and report on the attendance rate for elementary and middle school students and the graduation rate for high school students.  The target attendance rate is 85% students in attendance daily and the target graduation rate is 80%. The statewide attendance rate for 2003-04 was 96% in elementary schools and 95% in middle schools. The statewide graduation rate for 2002-03, the most recent year for which data is complete, is 84.8%.  

Teacher Data:  In Michigan, the definition of a highly qualified teacher is specified by grade level.  A highly qualified teacher at the elementary level must hold at least a bachelor’s degree and full state certification including passage of the Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC) basic skills test and comprehensive elementary examination.  A highly qualified teacher at the middle school and secondary level (grades 7-12) must hold at least a bachelor’s degree and full state certification including passage of the MTTC basic skills test and subject area major and minor examinations.

The following table contains data on teacher qualifications collectively statewide and the percentages of teachers highly qualified in low poverty schools compared to high poverty schools.  “Low Poverty Schools” is a federal designation identifying those schools that have less than 12.5 percent of its students eligible for the federal free meal program.  “High Poverty Schools” are those schools with more than 46.2 percent of its students eligible for the federal free meal program.
