	The Comprehensive School Reform (CSR) program is designed to increase student achievement by assisting public schools across the country with implementing comprehensive reforms that are grounded in scientifically based research and effective practices. The CSR program targets high-poverty and low-achieving schools, especially those receiving Title I funds, by helping them increase the quality and accelerate the pace of their reform efforts.  

What’s new for Michigan?

The Michigan Department of Education has awarded competitive grant funds to more than 100 schools in Michigan that are using the money to implement whole school reform.  For the 2002-03 school year 93 schools will be engaging in the first year of CSR while 15 schools have continuation grants.   Whole school reform focuses multiple resources, and a school and its personnel on acquiring the necessary professional development and skills to make the changes that will improve the school climate and result in enhanced student achievement.
All new schools are offered the opportunity to participate in a two day “Data Retreat” scheduled for August 1-2 or August 13-14 at the Lansing Center.  The data retreats, presented by consultants from North Central Regional Education Laboratory (NCREL), will train school personnel to examine and process their own school-level data to use for planning and evaluation purposes.  On June 26, 81 new grant schools participated in a Data Retreat training session and a CSR orientation process.  
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
