	Title VI Overview

Title IV includes the Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities and 21st Century Community Learning Centers Programs. Safe and Drug Free Schools includes local, state, and national programs to: prevent violence in and around schools; prevent illegal use of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs; involve parents and communities; and coordinate with other resources to foster a safe and drug-free environment that supports academic achievement. 21st Century Community Learning Centers support communities to create or expand before- and after-school opportunities for academic enrichment, particularly for students in low-performing schools. Such Community Learning Centers also offer students a broad array of additional services, programs, and activities to reinforce and complement the regular academic program.  Title IV also bans smoking within any indoor facility regularly used for kindergarten, elementary, or secondary education, library services to children, or routine health care or day care or early childhood development services.

Improving Academic Achievement 

Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities continues to provide funds to local education agencies based on a formula and to the Governor’s Office or designee for discretionary grants. To be eligible a local educational agency must submit an application to the state for approval. Funds may be used for a variety of activities as part of a comprehensive plan for drug and violence prevention, as long as they are consistent with the federal principles of effectiveness, Title IV, Part A requirements and coordinated with other existing programs. 

Funded programs must: 1) be based on an assessment of objective data, and target students and schools (public and private) with greatest need; 2) use performance measures aimed at ensuring that the schools and communities have a safe and drug-free learning environment; 3) fund programs or activities based on scientifically based research that provides evidence that the prevention program(s) and strategies will reduce violence and illegal drug use; 4) include meaningful and ongoing consultation and input from parents; and 5) periodically evaluate the effectiveness of the prevention program based on established performance measures. Evaluation results must be made available to the public. 

Dollars available to Michigan: The projected state award for 2002-03 is $16,256,834.
