	   Ask students whom they would go to if they had a complaint about a school situation.
	· Discuss how to handle complaints within schools.

	· Ask students if they have been to the ISD or if they know what the ISD does.
	· Discuss their knowledge of the ISD.

	· Give handouts: ISD nurturing Growth and schools and have students read them.
	· Read handouts on the ISD and school.

	· Explain to students what titles such as superintendent, director of special education, etc. mean and what chain of command means and then instruct students to diagram, chart, graphic organizer, etc. the structure of the ISD, the school and the chain of command
	· Diagram, chart or make some graphic organizer to indicate the structure of the ISD, the school, and the chain of command.


ASSESSMENT (Student Performance): Students will be assessed on the accuracy of their diagram/graphic organizer of school structure and chain of command.
