	· Read WONG, p 271-276

· Discuss the difference between a job (held by a worker) and a career (held by a leader)

	· Introduce the subject of “non-teaching” careers

· Direct students to the “Hats” graphic on p. 274 of WONG
	· Utilize the round-table format to list non-teaching careers 

· Brainstorm with your group about the contribution to the classroom by these “non teachers” 

	· Assign interview project 
	· Students will interview a “non teaching” professional

	· Review student interview projects 
	· Students will write an article, or a song, or a poem, or create a video about the person interviewed and their contribution(s) to education

· Students will share their project with the class
