	· Lead a discussion on comparisons between Wong- p.142 and handout
	· Discuss comparisons between Wong – p.142 and handout

	· Divide students so each is researching different discipline plans/theorists and they will share with each other
	· Each student researches a different discipline plans/theorist and will share information with the class

	· Give students rubric for writing paper on philosophy of Classroom Management
	· Write paper on their own philosophy of Classroom Management
