	· Lead students in cooperative teams to round table list things they do in class when they aren’t paying attention or engaged in the learning process
	· Utilizing the round table structure, list things students do when they aren’t paying attention in class

	· Introduce and explain the Off-Task Behavior Chart

· Lead students in comparing / contrasting this observation instrument to the 4-basic ? instrument
	· Examine Off-Task Behavior Chart

· Compare/contrast this evaluative instrument to the 4-basic ? instrument

	· Lead students in completing the Off-Task Behavior Chart from movie clips (cue the movie to a “teaching” scene)
	· Practice utilizing the Off-Task Behavior Chart during the video

	· Assign students neighboring classrooms to observe utilizing this instrument
	· Observe a classroom and complete the Off-Task Behavior Chart

	· Lead students in tallying their results
	· Tally your results from this chart using the Off-Task Data Summary form 

	· Discuss the prescriptive measures that can be determined from the observation results
	· List and discuss the prescriptive measures that can be determined from the observation results


ASSESSMENT (student performance):  Students will be assessed on:  1) the accuracy of their observations; 2) the accuracy of the data compilation; and 3) the appropriateness of their prescriptive measures.

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY: Cadets will utilize the Off-Task Behavior chart at their field site.  They should complete four (4) sweeps each day until the next TCA classroom day (at which time the observations will be discussed).  The data should be compiled and prescriptive measures offered.

AUTHOR’S NOTE:  The TCA Workbook contains both an Off-Task Behavior chart and an Off-Task Data Summary Form.  The Data Summary Form will assist the student in compiling the data.
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
