	· Set the tone with questions dealing with rejected kids.
	· Read the two articles prior to discussion

	· Brainstorm why these kids have no friends.
	· Observe students in their co-operating classes that are either rejected or neglected and record reasons why

	· Discuss vocabulary terms: rejected, neglected, peer rejection, and measurement tools by researchers.
	· Watch the video in class

	· Monitor journal writing.
	· Write a reaction piece for their journal from this video

	· Lead class discussion.
	· Discuss (as a class) your reaction to this idea and come up with ways to help those students who are rejected or neglected

· Create a proposed action plan for “rejected/neglected” students


ASSESSMENT (Student Performance):  The student will write their review sheet, reaction journal, and the plan to implement.  If you have them keep observations check their observation of the rejected kids.

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY:  Students will see the connection between the “at risk” students and the rejected kids.  Students will sense a responsibility to help teach/coach certain people skills to the rejected kids.  This will allow them to “fit in.”
