	· Instruct students to review Bloom’s Taxonomy – p.218-219 WONG
	· Review Bloom’s Taxonomy – p. 218-219, WONG

	· Explain that teachers need to cover all of Bloom’s  levels when questioning students and have students write questions based upon the children’s book or other reading material they can use at their field site
	· Write questions covering the children’s book or other reading material from field site that would be from all of Bloom’s levels.

	· Instruct students to review ways to be inviting, especially verbal comments, WONG p. 63 
	· Review Wong p.63 inviting verbal comments

	· Ask students to think of what a teacher does when leading a discussion or asking students questions.
	· Brainstorm list of teacher behaviors and comments when leading discussions or questioning students.

	· Depending upon class size, group so that those students can practice questioning techniques with peers.
	· Read each other’s materials and question students (peers) or participate and answer the question


ASSESSMENT (Student Performance): Students will be assessed on written questions that cover all 6 level’s of Bloom’s Taxonomy and will be assessed on demonstrating, orally asking these questions, with their group.

FIELD EXPERIENCE CONNECTING ACTIVITY: Students will observe the way their cooperating teacher orally questions students and how he/she accepts answers.
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
