PETITION FOR EX PARTE

RESTRAINING ORDER,

PRELIMINARY INJUNCTION AND

ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE
Janet A. Olszewski, Director of the Michigan Department of Community Health, by Michael A. Cox, Attorney General of the State of Michigan, through [AAG Name], Assistant Attorney General, petitions this Honorable Court for injunctive relief as follows:

1.
Plaintiff, Janet A. Olszewski, is the Director of the Michigan Department of Community Health, with offices at the Lewis Cass Building - Sixth Floor, 320 South Walnut Street, Lansing, Michigan;

2.
Defendant, [Name], currently resides in the State of Michigan at [address];

On [date] the Plaintiff issued an order pursuant to MCL 333.2251, finding an imminent danger to health or life, as set forth in the order, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A;

A.
Issue a temporary restraining order enjoining Defendant from violating the Order issued by the Director of the Department of Community Health on [date];

Issue an Order to Show Cause, requiring Defendant to appear and demonstrate to the court any reasons he/she may have that the court should not issue a preliminary injunction as prayed for in this complaint;

C.
Issue a preliminary and permanent injunction prohibiting Defendant from violating the [date] order of the Director of Community Health; and

D.
Grant such other relief as may be deemed appropriate.
