Declaration of Heightened State of Alert

Whereas, the Governor of the State of Michigan hereby finds that good cause exists to believe that terrorists or members of a terrorist organization are within this State or that acts of terrorism may be committed in this State or against a vital resource of this State as described more fully below, and that the public health, safety, and welfare is imperiled and damage to property is threatened; and

Whereas, immediate action is necessary to protect the public health, safety, and welfare, safeguard the interests of this State, or one or more vital resource(s), to prevent and/or respond to acts of terrorism, and to facilitate the apprehension of terrorists, members of a terrorist organization, and those acting in concert with them; and 

Whereas, the following proclaimed state of Heightened Alert will be necessary until such time as the dangers posed by the above-described conditions are eliminated and the threat to the public health, safety, and welfare abated;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consequence of the above, I, 




, Governor of the State of Michigan, pursuant to the Constitution of this State, Act No. 390 of the Public Acts of 1976, as amended, and Act No. 302 of the Public Acts of 1945, designate the following to be vital resource(s) of this State



























 and do hereby PROCLAIM A HEIGHTENED STATE OF ALERT and invoke all of the authorities, powers, and rights attendant thereto.
