	BVT
	Benefits Valid Through Date. Date through which benefits have been generated

	Caseload
	The number of WIC participants that can be supported by a given food grant amount

	CPA
	The Competent Professional Authority is a registered dietitian, or registered nurse, or nutritionist, or registered dietetic technician, or home economist trained with a nutrition emphasis. The CPA assesses the participant for nutrition risks and suggests actions to be taken. Only the CPA is authorized to assess a participant and tailor the food package according to the risks identified.

	Department of Information Technology, State of Michigan

	EBT
	Electronic Benefits Transfer - The use of electronic mechanism to transfer value from WIC program to a benefit participant

	FRED – E
	Functional Requirements Document for a Model WIC Information System, with Electronic Benefits Transfer is a comprehensive description of functions that can be automated to support a WIC program 

	GIS
	Geographic Information System 

	MAIN System
	Michigan Administrative Information Network, which constitutes the various financial and accounting applications, is hosted by IBM Global Services at Boulder, CO for DMB/Treasury.

	MCIR
	Michigan Childhood Immunization Registry allows the local agencies/clinics to refer to immunization or record and provide immunization. It is an Oracle based system maintained by DIT

	MSU
	Michigan State University 

	M-TRACX
	M-TRACX is the current WIC system that is used to administer the WIC program. M-TRACX is an acronym derived from the various code letters of various participant transactions available in the system: M – Transfer, T- Terminate, R – Re-certification, A – Add, C – Change, and X – Reinstate)

	NPE
	Nutrition Program and Evaluation section, WIC Division. The section monitors and helps the clinics to conduct the program, authorizes food package changes, and oversees caseload management and nutrition program administration.

	Obligation Record
	Record with family benefit information, financial information for the benefits, and participation count

	Participant
	A client of WIC who has been certified and to whom food benefits have been issued (this includes breastfed infants)

	Peer Group
	Vendors are grouped into groups such as Pharmacies, Chain stores, Downtown mom & pop stores, etc. Vendor peer groups are used to determine the maximum allowable price for a food item.

	PLU
	Product Look-up Number; typically used for produce and bulk food items; numbers are independently assigned by stores

	Proxy
	A person designated by a WIC participant to access food benefits (e.g., a pregnant woman's husband may be designated as a proxy)

	RD
	Registered Dietitian 

	RN
	Registered Nurse

	UPC
	Universal Product Code; a unique number assigned for a specific size of a product

	USDA
	United States Department of Agriculture

	Vendor
	Vendor means a sole proprietorship, partnership, cooperative association, corporation, or other business entity operating one or more stores authorized or applying for authorization by the Department to provide authorized supplemental foods to participants under a retail food delivery system

	VMO
	Vendor Management and Operations section, WIC Division. The section is responsible for vendor selection, vendor contracts, vendor monitoring, vendor complaint redressal, investigative buys, coupon archiving, coupon digital archiving, vendor payments, and reconciliation. 
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
