What law enforcement can do to support the crackdown
Impaired driving is one of America’s deadliest problems. Every 30 minutes, nearly 50 times a day, someone in America dies in an alcohol-related crash. This means you, your friends, and your family are regularly at risk.

According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA), about three in every 10 Americans will be involved in an alcohol-related crash at some point in their lives. Too many people still don’t understand that alcohol, drugs, and driving don’t mix. Impaired driving is no accident – nor is it a victimless crime.

High visibility traffic enforcement can save some of these lives.  We know that many people will take more effort to avoid a ticket or arrest than to protect their own lives.  By conducting traffic enforcement and making the public aware that police take traffic safety seriously, you can keep drivers from hurting themselves and others.

The more often we see messages, the more aware of them we are.  If drivers know the slogan, they are more likely to notice the newspaper article about it.  If they read the article, they are more likely to notice the patrol car.  Noticing the patrol car, they try to be safer.
The following are all ways to help publicize your impaired driving enforcement efforts:

· Issue a news release to local press, radio, and television.

· Send a letter to the editor.

· Talk to any media that want to run the story and offer ride-along opportunities when possible.

· Make an announcement at your city council or town hall meeting.

· Hang a banner that is visible to traffic.

· Ask local businesses to show support with a poster or marquee message.

· Display the campaign slogan at fairs, festivals, and public events where your agency has a presence.

· Get involved with your local Safe Community.

· Talk with your schools and students about traffic safety.
